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The Annual Meeting of Parishioners and the Annual Parochial Church 
Meeting (APCM) took place on Sunday 18th April with five people in church 
and others joining via Zoom: 39 attendees in total.  The Parish being in 
vacancy, with no vicar at present, Edwina Day, Vice Chair of the PCC, led 
the meeting.  All the usual elements of these meetings, (proposing/
seconding motions, voting and questions) were possible using Zoom 
features.   

Following approval of last year's minutes, the election of Churchwardens 
took place reinstating Barbara le Sueur and Peter Gordon to each serve a 
further year.  The APCM was informed that 134 people are on the revised 
Electoral Roll.  The meeting went on to re-elect PCC members standing 
for one further year, (John Blundell) and for three years (Edwina Day, 
Martin Reid and Chris Oakely) as well as Helen Perry, newly elected to 
serve for one year. 

Brian Baverstock was appointed as Independent Examiner of the Church 
Accounts for another year.  Sandra Pereira has been Church Treasurer for 
the last six years and now hands over the role to Martin Reid with Paul 
Angelides as Bookkeeper.  Grateful thanks for her dedicated work as 
Treasurer were extended to Sandra by Edwina and Revd Janet Trevithick, 
particularly noting the last couple of years which have been very 
challenging.  Pat Shirley, Chair of Friends of St Peter's, added her thanks 
for the support that Sandra had given to FOSP. 

Edwina presented her report highlighting 2020 as unprecedented in the 
experience of people and institutions across the world.  Thanks were given 
to Revd Susan, who retired in October 2020, Revd Janet and our retired 
clergy for their spiritual and pastoral leadership as well as lay members 
and the wider community for meeting the challenge of finding new ways to 
offer worship, meetings and many other activities.  Technology played a 
big part but so did personal connections which ensured that people were 
supported through community effort and individual acts of kindness.  Much 
has been learned that will enhance our collective hope and purpose as we 
move on through 2021. 

The meeting closed in prayer after which Revd Peter Kelly and Joan 
Angelides expressed thanks to everyone who had involvement in the 
planning and execution of the meeting and to all who had attended.

Our English lessons are taught in the morning for an average of an hour. 
This may vary depending on the writing task the children are required to 
do. For the younger children in Key Stage 1 (those aged 5-7) there will 
usually be between 2 to 3 different units of work within a topic, all focusing 
on the topic and the final outcome. Children in Key Stage 2 (those aged 7-
11) have 2 units of writing within each half term. 

All children follow the national curriculum, ensuring they cover all 
the important aspects of spelling, vocabulary, grammar and 
punctuation. This ensures they follow the full breadth and depth 
of the curriculum in what they read and write.  

We use good quality reading materials for the children, varying these 
between the two different Key Stages in age-appropriate ways. These 
texts then lead the children into developing their writing. 

Within our writing curriculum, the children follow a learning journey, 
helping them to stimulate and generate ideas and to capture, sift, sort, 
create, refine and finally evaluate what they write. They learn how to be 
aware of the audience for their writing.  

Each part of the journey can take a range of time depending on the 
writing focus. At the end of each unit of writing the children publish 
their final piece of work. We then help the children to evaluate 
what they have learned by finding evidence in what they have 
written to see how far they have met given criteria for success. 

The children's current writing topics are: 

Sun class are continuing to learn their sounds and write simple 
sentences based on the theme 'Mini beasts'. 

Year 1 are writing all about healthy food for Paddington Bear! They will 
be writing instructions for how to exercise, as well as creating a new 
healthy menu! 

Year 2 will be looking at the Titanic. They will be exploring the class 
system and writing an explanation on the classes, as well as thinking 
of the senses around the Titanic to enable them to write an acrostic 
poem. 

Year 3 are focusing on sound and looking at the text 'The bear and the 
piano'. 

Year 4 are developing their skills using a short animation called 
'Feast'. They will be creating their own narrative based on this story all 
about FOOD! 

English at Titchfield Primary School 

Nicole Dugan - Lead in English Teaching 
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Year 5 are looking at Ancient Greece and will be producing an 
information booklet on Ancient Olympic Games, Parthenon and the 
Trojan war, 

Year 6 are becoming spies! They will be creating a spy gadget and 
writing an explanation text all about it ï Dragon's Den style! 

All the children within Titchfield Primary school have a fantastic 
attitude to writing, they love writing for a purpose and produce 
some outstanding pieces of work, which are displayed on our 
'wonderful writing' wall for all children to see.  

There is a text-message scam that infects Android phones. 

The message pretends to be from a package delivery firm and prompts the 
user to install a tracking app. This app is actually a malicious piece of 
spyware called Flubot. It can take over devices and spy on phones to 
gather sensitive data, including online banking details.  

If you receive a text message that looks similar to the one above: 

¶ Ignore it - do not click on any links 

¶ Report it - report the message by forward it to 7726 

¶ Delete it - remove it from your phone.

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As we move into different days and we, along with the sun, begin to show 
our faces a little more often, we may be blinking a little in the light and 
examining where all these months have left us.   

All of us will have been changed in some way by these last many months.  
Some good, some bad.    We will all, I think, find ourselves left with less.  
Maybe less in a positive way - less stress, less busyness.  Or perhaps in a 
negative way - less friends, less work, less money.   

If we find ourselves left with less we can always turn to God who, 
throughout the Bible, has told us that He is the God who is 'more than 
enough'. In Hebrew that's El-Shaddai, the All-Sufficient One.  He alone 
knows all our struggles and needs and has the power and love to meet 
them in just the right ways.  

Often throughout the Bible God has shown himself faithful in dire 
circumstances when men and women have felt abandoned, alone or 
outnumbered.   We see a God who is willing and able to step in when called 
upon.   

We even see a God who thrives on the impossible.   As we look at the story 
of Gideon we see a time when God's people are suffering.  It tells us they 
even made hiding places for themselves, the situation was so harsh.  Much 
as we have done this past year as we've had to shut in and lock down.  The 
Israelites were having a rough time of it with their enemies coming for them 
left, right and centre.   Gideon was a brave guy but he knew he was young 
and he knew his weaknesses.  He agreed to lead the Israelites in battle and 
he must have felt the fear and concern, the weight of the responsibility and 
the anxiety of the unknown.  Then his situation seemingly gets worse.  He 
has a few thousand good men with him but God tells him to cut the 
numbers.  And then cut them again.  Gideon is left with only 300 men from 
the original thousands to fight this battle.   

We may feel like a bit like Gideon. We've faced one situation only for 
another to hit us between the eyes.  Now we've been asked to make more 
bricks with less straw.  On top of Covid we may have been hit by other 
things which compound an already dire situation.   Things were always 
difficult but now they've got harder.  Gideon knew the feeling!   

Just as in the story of Gideon, God can take our deficiency and our 
seemingly impossible circumstances and bring victory in amazing and 
astonishing ways.  Often we need to know we are weak - that we cannot 
defeat our enemies alone before we call on God who is El Shaddai, the All-

News update from Jubilee Surgery

As you might imagine, a lot has happened in our surgery over the past few 
months during the pandemic, alongside our key focus on vaccinating 
patients in our community against COVID-19.  

Sovereign Health Network, comprising our Jubilee Surgery alongside 
Whiteley Surgery and The Highlands Practice, was amongst the first in the 
region to start vaccinating.  I'm proud to say our team has given more than 
20,000 doses since I last wrote in January and, at the time of writing (mid-
May), we are vaccinating over 40 year olds in line with the government 
guidelines. 

Working together as one Sovereign team since we set up the Same Day 
Access Service back in 2017 has enabled us to accelerate our vaccination 
programme whilst continuing to provide continuity of service for our 
patients in the pandemic.  

Many thanks to those of you who have praised our jointly run specialist 
clinics, which include flu clinics, cervical screening, diabetes and asthma 
clinics as well as the COVID-19 vaccination programme.  Many of you also 
value being able to access a wider range of clinicians appropriate to your 
needs, such as direct access to pharmacists, musculoskeletal specialists 
and our health and wellbeing team.  We have seen a huge increase in 
online eConsults enabling us to review your medical needs and respond 
within 24-48 hours. 

Phone lines 

We are aware some changes have also brought on some challenges. We 
are currently recruiting into our busy receptionist and administration team 
to ensure our phone line waiting times decrease. We are sorry if you have 
had to wait to get hold of our surgery and thank you for your patience. 
Please can I encourage you to keep using all our online services on our 
website should you have access to do so. 

Next steps 

Looking ahead, the coming months are all about how we will operate 
whilst the Government COVID-19 restrictions are set to ease. We have 
learnt a huge amount from the past 18 months operating as Sovereign 
Health Network and providing virtual appointments for most of you. Our 
staff have risen to the challenge to run as smooth and comprehensive a 
service as possible under unprecedented circumstances.  
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We are looking at how we can continue to provide (and improve upon) the 
best possible access to our health services for the future in line with the 
NHS Long Term Plan, as well as what we know about population growth in 
our area.  As GPs, the last year has assured us that we can achieve better 
outcomes for our patients working together as three practices. We are now 
considering options for the future of Sovereign Health and we want to hear 
your views.  

Patient engagement 

During June and July we would like to run a survey with our patients that I 
very much encourage you to fill in, so we can understand your 
experiences, views and queries.  We will publicise the survey through our 
website when it opens. 

We want to introduce our wide range of professional clinicians to you, 
which diversify our services and add to the skillset of our health workforce, 
working alongside our GPs.  

We are looking to hold a series of virtual and likely a face-to-face event in 
Titchfield (subject to COVID-19 restrictions) in July, where we want to tell 
you more about our future and hear your views.

As we move from spring into summer 2021 and restrictions begin 
cautiously to ease after the events of 2020 and the COVID impact, we are 
all thinking about planned events for this year.

Moviola Update

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Rosy Hardy gave another very informative talk to the Club on 7th April.  She 
and her husband run a multi-award winning specialist plant nursery near 
Whitchurch, fifteen miles north of Winchester, and have amassed at least 
20 RHS Chelsea Gold Medals.  This time her subject was spring flowering 
perennials but we had to make do with superbly illustrated pictures rather 
than the actual plants!  You will not find some of their unusual perennials in 
the average nursery but they are all grown in the open for toughness.  
Examples are outlined below and a guide to their sizes is shown as 'Height 
x Spread' in centimetres. 

The first group of plants covered were those suitable for sunny positions: 

¶ Geum 'Bell Bank' (45 x 40) bears soft coral pink flowers from 
mid-April to May, requires moist but free-draining soil and 
makes a lovely clump. 

¶ Epheion 'Alberto Castillo' (15 x 30) has narrow grass-like 
foliage, produces masses of dainty white scented flowers from 
late March to May and needs well-drained soil.  It dies back 
completely after flowering and reappears again in winter. 

¶ Thermopsis 'lanceolata' (90 x 90) displays yellow lupin-like 
flowers in late spring, which attract bees and butterflies.  It has lance-
shaped leaves on erect stems, does not need staking, tolerates light 
shade and likes well-drained soil. 

The second group prefer partial shade: 

¶ Lamprocapnos spectabilis 'Alba' (90 x 60) has pure white heart
-shaped flowers and lime green foliage, and is ideal for planting 
under trees or large shrubs where it is shaded from direct 
sunlight.  If it is hit by frost, cut back damaged stems 
immediately and it will re-shoot and flower. 

¶ Lathyrus vernus 'Cynaeus' (25 x 25), known as 
spring vetch, looks good under shrubs and roses.  It 
forms a dense clump of green foliage and loads of 
blue pea-like flowers open from purple buds. 

¶ Primula 'Barbara Midwinter' (15 x 20) flowers early with bright 
magenta pink flowers, provides good ground cover and thrives 
in wet soggy soils.

Spring Flowering Perennials

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The final group prefer full shade: 

¶ Uvularia grandiflora (50 x 40), known as Merry Bells, is ideal for 
woodland gardens.  Its arching stems produce bright yellow bell-like 
flowers in April/May.  The root rhizomes creep slowly to form clumps. 

¶ Viola 'Coeur d'Alsace' (10 x 30) bears rosy pink flowers from early 
February to April.  They look beautiful in drifts or along border edges and 
deadheading encourages more flowers. 

If you want to do further research then I suggest that you visit their 
excellent website at www.hardysplants.co.uk.  

We have a couple of visits booked for the next 6 months, and meetings 
continue with flexibility in mind (they will be either in person or zoom).
