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What is it about our flawed human nature that catches us out 
time after time? Just recently I attended the funeral of an 

Auntie of mine, my Dad's sister; she died at the grand age of 96. Although 
it was sad for her immediate family the general tone of the funeral was a 
celebration of a lovely lady who lived a very long and full life. The thing that 
is making me cross at the moment is that now she has gone I want to ask 
her lots of questions about the family! We are hopeless, why do we take 
things for granted when we have them and then wish we hadn't when they 
are gone? - Such is our human nature! 

This season of Lent is well underway when we are encouraged to spend 
more time in prayer, Bible study and fasting. Often individuals will decide to 
give something up, for many different reasons; perhaps we see it as an 
opportunity to take control over the weakness in our human nature that has 
led to various addictions like sugar or alcohol, taking the chance to break a 
long held habit. Just acknowledging to ourselves that as humans we are 
flawed, I think, is a very powerful thing as we wrestle with what is driving us 
to do what is not good for us! Without doubt, left to our own devices, we 
inevitably fall by the wayside so Lent is a time for drawing closer to God in 
the realisation that without Him we can be easily tempted into the values of 
the world at large. 

The forty days of Lent, correspond to the forty days Jesus was tempted in 
the wilderness when he wrestled with Satan but overcame him. So, during 
this Lent, as we wrestle with disciplining ourselves in order to overcome our 
human weaknesses we can know that Jesus understands our struggles. 
We remember too, that on the night that Jesus was arrested in the garden 
of Gethsemane, he wrestled with what he knew was to be his destiny the 
following day; finally conceding to His Father, 'Yet not my will but yours'. 
For our sake Jesus was born in human likeness and understands our frail 
human nature. He lived, died but overcame death so that we would never 
be without help or hope in this world and beyond. 

So we ask God in prayer: 

'give us grace to discipline ourselves in obedience to your Spirit; and, 
as you know our weakness, so may we know your power to save' 
           Amen. 

May I wish you a Holy Lent and a joyful Easter as you walk closer with God 
and feel the transforming power of His love within us all.

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We knew that the creative arts would be a crucial element of our curriculum 
to support children with their mental health and wellbeing following the 
return to school after the pandemic. This is because the arts offer children 
opportunities to express themselves in unique ways which are accessible 
to all. I am always impressed with the enthusiasm and passion our children 
have for art, music and design technology and their desire to improve their 
knowledge and skills. 

So far this year we have celebrated two art competition 
winners. We welcomed Rt Hon Suella Braverman QC MP to 
our school before Christmas to present Amelia in Year 6 with 
an award for winning Suella's annual Christmas card 
competition. Amelia's card was sent to government officials 
as well as the Queen! 

We also celebrated another winning artist at the other end of 
the school! Arianna in Year R was one of the winners from the Titchfield Art 
& Craft Show. Her painting, using different colours and a really effective 
paint brush technique, created an amazing image inspired by fireworks. 
She was particularly grateful to receive her image framed in a purple 
sparkly frame! 

Drawing, painting and sculpture have always been enjoyed by 
the children at our school. The artwork links to our curriculum 
projects as it is presented in different settings and formats 
including museum exhibitions, information booklets and even 
photography which featured in school prospectuses created by 
Year 1. Children have the chance to develop their skills in 
painting through the use of different types of paint, different 
brushes and a range of stimuli to help them become creative. I 
was very impressed with the sketchbooks from Year 2 where 
they experimented with different lines and shading to draw 
detailed images of animals for their last project.  

Another component of the creative arts at our school is music. We are 
proud to be able to offer instrument tuition to every child as they progress 
through our school. Year 2 learn the recorder, Year 3 learn steel pans and 
Year 5 learn the ukulele. Children continue to enjoy singing assembly every 
week. This was a highlight of the week many of them missed during the 
pandemic. Our children love music and we make sure we give them the 
time to listen, appraise, compose and perform their own pieces. I am sure

we have future stars in our midst who will produce and write music for a 
living.  

Design Technology is the final component of creative 
arts. This subject is about solving problems by 
evaluating existing designs and learning the skills to 
create something unique. Children learn woodwork 
skills safely and have applied these when making 
vehicles and shadow puppets. They have also 
included electricity in some spy gadgets which they 
designed, such as pressure sensors disguised as floor 
mats ï it certainly made me jump when the alarm sounded! A big focus we 
have had is in our food technology. Year groups in Key Stage 1 and Key 
Stage 2 have the opportunity to design and make dishes. This has included 
everything from sandwiches to pizzas to omelettes to a stir fry! These are 
life skills which the children learn and love to continue practising at home!  

Art, music and design technology give the children the 
perfect opportunity to apply our STRIVE learning values 
(Self-motivation, Thinking, Resilience, Independence, 
Valued collaboration, Emotional intelligence). I'm sure 
you can see the value of the creative arts in our 
curriculum. We give our children unique, exciting and 
purposeful opportunities to learn which they enjoy and 
are always keen to talk about

God brought the cheese and it came with abundance and it came with fun 
and joy and a reassurance of His love and care for me. Although it was a 
difficult season for our family we were provided for in much more 
memorable ways than had we been able to simply take our wallets to the 
shop. 

Living Word Church meets at 10:30 am on Sunday mornings at 18 High 
Street Titchfield (Old Titchfield Evangelical Church Building) 

The Village Trust and the Earl of Southampton Trust have joined forces to 
plant a copse at the top of Barry's Meadow. 2022 seemed the ideal time to 
do this as part of a 'Greening Titchfield' initiative undertaken by Fareham 
Borough Council (FBC) and 'The Queen's Green Canopy' tree planting 
scheme for the Queen's Jubilee. 

Our plan is to remove the brambles at the top of the meadow on the south 
west side of the meadow, while the brambles on the north east will remain. 

We had a meeting in February with officers from FBC to discuss 
options and they suggested a way forward; removing the brambles in 
October to mitigate disturbing wildlife and planting native species in 
drifts to create the copse. During the project we will always be aware 
of our responsibility to the wildlife in the area. This will also mean we 
aim to do our planting in early November right at the start of the tree 
planting window. 

The area we want to plant means finding about 100 trees; depending on 
size they will be planted some 3 to 5 metres apart. The cost of trees is 
similar to the proverbial piece of string, but our plan is to fund each one 
individually, leaving the choice up to the provider. We are currently 
researching types, prices, planting costs and overall scheme plan. 

At the moment we are hoping to involve the whole village in different ways: 
individuals could donate a tree, streets could get together and plant a tree, 
organisations within the village could contribute one, businesses might like 
to buy one. Different varieties and various sizes could be planted and we 
are also looking at how we mark the planting.  

At the moment we are at the start of this project but, as our planting 
window begins in November, we need to have our plans and, most 
importantly, funding in place well before then. If you are a group/individual/

Thank you as always for the opportunity to update you. This month, I have 
been working closely with my GP colleagues from Fareham & Gosport and 
South East Hampshire and am sorry to have to report that pressures on 
GP surgeries are still at an all-time high across Hampshire. At Sovereign 
we have organized ourselves and our team to run a triage service which 
enables us to do our best each day to help those in our community that 
need medical care the most. We do help hundreds of people every day but 
demand for appointments still exceeds our capacity. 

Since Christmas, we have grown our clinical team, recruited more staff to 
our telephone team and, this month, added even more GP locum hours to 
respond to your needs. We are actively trying to recruit a more permanent 
GP addition to our team but we find ourselves up against a national 
shortage so the competition is high. We have trialled various ways to try to 
keep our routine appointment waiting times down, including changing the 
eConsult access times and concentrating our efforts on giving access to 
those patients that have an urgent medical need only. We have a team 
dedicated to our Triage Project and continue to take on board patient 
feedback and to look at the best options and we are making regular 
enhancements. 

Please do keep an eye on your surgery's website at  
https://www.jubileesurgery.co.uk/ for up-to-date information and ask to join 
our patient newsletter, with latest information, which is also available in 
hard copy in our Jubilee practice. 

I'd like to stress that we are committed to seeing patients with the highest 
priority medical problems and look after the people in our community that 
most need our care. Besides access via telephone or eConsult via our 
surgery websites, people who are not familiar with using IT can come into 
our practices and complete a paper appointment request, 'eConsult Lite', 
which is then passed to the triage GP for review. 

Patient engagement events: in December, we held a virtual patient 
engagement event attended by more than 100 patients who kindly shared 
their views, asked questions and gave feedback on our services. We 
promised to follow up every one of the questions raised in a 
comprehensive document which can be found on our website  
https://www.jubileesurgery.co.uk/news_archive/. 

We are now planning our first neighbourhood patient engagement event 
which will be held in Titchfield. We are working with patient representative 
Pat Shirley and Cllr Hockley to organising a date which will be 
communicated via Facebook, on our website and advertised in the village. I 
hope to see many of you there for a constructive discussion.

Plants from the Ends of the Earth

With the marvels of the internet, Richard Barnes talked to about 30 
members on Zoom from his attic in Northumberland. Richard is a 
landscape architect and garden designer and has travelled extensively 
taking photos of plants and landscapes. 

He opened with the regal lily, known for its scent and now common in all 
flower shops and gardens. It was first discovered in 1903 by Ernest Wilson 
in the Ming Valley. After several failed attempts to bring it back to the UK 
that nearly cost him his life, he eventually brought back 7000 bulbs and the 
rest is history. 

Another plant explorer, John Travis, brought back foxglove and euphorbia 
from Siberia in the 17th Century. Today we tend to grow them in too rich 
soil as they survive best in poor rocky outcrops. 

Moving on to the Alps we were treated to displays of gentian and 
potentilla and then to central Europe where hellebore are native 
around the Balkans. The hellebore quickly self-seeds and 
becomes muddy in flower, so they are best bought in flower to 
see them at their purest. 

Unknown to most of us, the birthplace of the apple was Kazakhstan, and its 
origins date back 4000 years. They found their way to Rome via the Silk 
Road where, through hybridizing and cuttings, the Romans developed the 
varieties we know today.  

He then described how tulips originated from Turkey, Iran and Afghanistan 
and explained how the 17th Century trading frenzy was caused by the 
scarcity of tulip bulbs in Europe. Fortunes were lost in the paper money 
created around tulip trading like the South Sea Bubble.  

One of the most extravagant plant hunters was Sir Joseph 
Banks. In the 18th Century he paid Ã10,000 for an expedition 
lasting three years with Captain Cook on HMS Endeavour. It 
cost the lives of 42 crew but, on returning, he had the ear of 
the King who gave him land at Kew for his exhibits which we 
now know as Kew Gardens (pictured left).  

Moving on to America, in 1825 another explorer called 
David Douglas trekked over 10,000 miles on horseback, 
often in very dangerous conditions, to bring back over 200 
new plant species including the aster and rudbeckia hirta. 
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Three more books have been added to our series of Titchfield Papers: 

¶ The second part to Titchfield Abbey/Place House 'The Making of Place 
House', 

¶ 'A Titchfield Tragedy' (the story of the terrible murder of the Hinton 
children in the village) 

¶ 'The Doctors and Surgeons in Titchfield', an in-depth history of medical 
practitioners who have lived in and served the village.

Margaret Dunton was a doctor in the Brook Lane practice 
and her late husband Kenneth was a doctor in the village. 
She received the first copy. Both of them feature in the 
book.

The difficulty in the early days was sending plants back by sea as most 
died and so the only way was to collect seeds. Then, in 1830, Kingdom 
Ward invented a sealed container which revolutionised travel from the Far 
East. Rhododendron, meconopsis and lilies could all then be brought back 
from the Himalayas and Tibet.  

Nowadays we are very lucky we can grow plants from the four corners of 
the earth, but the early plant explorers risked their lives and spent fortunes 
to bring back new species. 

As we move from spring into summer 2022 life is returning to a new normal 
and we are all coming out of hibernation and starting to put events into the 
diary for the coming year. Titchfield Moviola hope to resume 'film nights' at 
the Titchfield Festival Theatre from September and will keep you informed. 
There have been some great new films appearing and we hope to put 
these in the programme for autumn.

When parking at home, use your garage. If you don't have a garage, park 
in a well-lit area if possible.

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It is often said that at the heart of church life is its music. The organist and 
choir are what bring worship to life, raising glory to God. Keith Miller has 
kept that musical heart of St Peters alive and flourishing for over 30 years.

For some years he played at a variety of churches from Southsea to 
Southampton before coming to St Peterôs during a vacancy in 1991. 

On retirement from the civil service he was able to devote more time to his 
music and his other interests including serving on the committee of the 
Portsmouth and District Association of Organists. 

Keith was dedicated to his role at St Peterôs and never avoidably missed a 
service. He was there for the early services at Easter, the late services on 

Christmas Eve, and of course for the many rehearsals.  

He would attend joint services in the Deanery even if only to 
sing with the combined choirs. As well as managing the choir he 
started a music group to attract younger people to less formal 
church music. He guided people in the choice of music for 
baptisms, weddings and funerals as well as advising on the 
weekly choice of hymnody. He served three vicars and 
supported the church during four vacancies. 

The Revôd Susan Allman writes: "Beneath the bluff exterior is a sense of 
fun and a very kind heart. Keith has been a friend to many, including me, 
especially in times of need. It is hard to imagine St Peterôs without Keith 
and Liz who have been such a great team and I know they will be missed." 

Her predecessor the Revôd Bill Day writes: "It seems to me that the 
essence of the man is that he loves music, he wanted to share that with 
others and he wanted to do that for the life of the Church and to the glory of 
Godé. what a powerful ministry to have in the life of the church and what 
spirit of enthusiasm he eagerly brought to that role. He was, I am glad to 
say, my friend and I still count him as such. He always supported me in my 
ministryéI count myself lucky to have enjoyed his ministry at St Peterôs 
while I enjoyed mine.

February 6th 1952 will remain etched in my memory for ever. I was 10 
years old and at Wykeham House School in Fareham. We were in the 
middle of a geography lesson when our headmistress, Miss Beer, came 
into the classroom. We all stood up, she told us to sit downé. then in a 
trembling voice told us that the King had died. We were all very sad and 
Mary, my twin sister, promptly collapsed and had to go and lie down. 

Everyone was so sad, at home we gathered around the wireless 
to listen to all the tributes to the King - no TV in those days. 
Fareham and Titchfield in those days had lovely independent 
shops; each window was adorned in either black or deep mauve 
with a portrait of the King and some had white lilies as well. 

We were given the day off from school for the Kingôs funeral. Once again 
we were huddled around the wireless with Mum, listening to every word of 
the commentary which I think was by Richard Dimbleby. 

Once the funeral was over the sadness disappeared, as pictures of our 
lovely young Queen with her handsome Prince and 2 adorable children 
lifted the nation out of the gloom. June 2nd 1953 then became the focus of 
hope and rejoicing as we all looked forward to the Coronation.

After my mother told me, "It's unlikely you'll ever have another chance to 
see a Coronation," I went to London with friends, spending a very jolly 
evening and a showery night on the steps of Eros in Piccadilly Circus. We 
had the added excitement of, at about midnight, hearing that Edmund 
Hillary and Sherpa Tensing had conquered Everest. In the morning our 
intrepid group found somewhere nearby to wash and brush up before 
returning to our vantage point on Eros where we spent the morning 
watching crowds gathering and troops, police and horses coming and 
going. 

At about 3pm our damp and tiring wait was rewarded as the procession 
approached with hundreds of servicemen and their bands. Excitement 
mounted, with lots of cheering and flag-waving, as we saw troops from all 
over the Commonwealth. Finally, after waiting for over 20 hours, we 

spotted the Queenôs golden coach, pulled by eight fine-
looking horses and with all its splendid attendants. The 
Queen looked radiant and our uncomfortable wait really 
paid off as we were near enough to see her clearly. Other 
coaches followed, including the one carrying Queen SǕlote

Reflections of 1952 

I was in my final year at University, in the Mining Engineering Department 
at Cardiff. The Mining Department always held its annual dinner at the Park 
Hotel in February, when we invited senior National Coal Board figures to 
see their future colliery managers get legless and to remember their own 
student days. 

On February 2 King George died, our dinner was cancelled and sombre 
music filled the airways. An important part of my education went missing. 

At the time I graduated, in July 1952, the Duke of Edinburgh was the 
Chancellor of the university, and came to deliver a speech to the 
graduands in the City Hall in Cardiff. We men (it was all men in the Mining 
Department) prepared for graduation in the time honoured fashion of 
adding to the profits of Brains Brewery. The Duke told us how lucky we 
were to have had the opportunity of studying in this fine institution. "What 
this country needs" he said, "is brains" - a sentiment greeted with great 
acclamation and cries of "yes, yes" from the students. 

I have a sneaky idea that the Duke knew exactly what he was saying.

I was somewhat ambivalent about it but there 
was a lot of interest and a friend, Glendaôs dad, worked on the boats in 
Barking Creek. He cleaned up the boat and quite a lot of families went on 
board so we could see Elizabeth and Philip leave the country. We watched 
the Royal couple go by though they were so far away you wouldnôt have 
known unless you had been told.

Local walks for exercise and fun

This gentle walk will take you past 5 pubs and two caf®s so plenty of 
opportunities for refreshment stops. The length of the walk is 1.2 miles 
return. 

¶ Start at The Bugle in The 
Square, walk to the end of the 
road, passing The Queenôs 
Head and Daisy Bôs caf® on 
your left.  

¶ As the road turns to the right, 
into East Street, continue along 
the road, passing The 
Wheatsheaf on your left. 

¶ When you reach The 
Wheatsheaf, turn left and walk 
along Mill Street.  

¶ At the end of Mill Street, turn 
left onto the A27, Southampton 
Road, where you can use the 
pedestrian crossing to cross the 
road. 

¶ Continue along Mill Street 
ahead of you, passing Titchfield 
Mill on your right. 

¶ Continuing along Mill Lane 
you will reach Stewarts Garden 
Centre (has a nice caf®!) just 
past here you will reach The 
Fishermanôs Rest on your right. 

For a little detour you can visit Titchfield Abbey (entry free) which is 
opposite The Fishermanôs Rest. 
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Alfie Bird kept the butcher's shop in William Street. He wasn't Welsh. His 
mother was Irish and his father was English. I don't know how he landed up 
in the Brynna. He said he got on the wrong bus in Gloucester. Gloucester 
was to the road network what Crewe was to the rail network. 

Alfie was of generous proportions and of an amiable disposition. In the bad 
times, during the general strike and the following depression, he'd taken 
the hit with his customers, allowing credit, not knowing if he'd ever get it 
back. Even though life was a little easier in the mid-1930s Brynna was not 
an affluent society. Much of what he offered was of the cheaper variety. 
Nevertheless his window was a joy to behold. Rabbits were cheap and 
plentiful. Farmers considered them pests. They shot them and sold them to 
the butcher for coppers. Rabbits are easy to skin, like shelling peas. They 
hung in his windows in all their naked glory. When a customer brought a 
child into the shop Alfie would give the child a rabbit's foot for luck. Tripe 
and chitterlings glistened invitingly. His sausages were plump and meaty, 
and his faggots sat in spicy juice in earthenware containers. He made his 
own brawn and sold pork dripping. The pork fat was silvery and with the 
shiny brown jelly below it made a very tasty spread. It was Dad's favourite 
in his tommy box at work. 

He had the better cuts of meat as well. He bought in whole Welsh lambs. 
Mr Davies, the chapel superintendent, kept pigs, and slaughtered them on 
a bench outside his bakehouse in our back lane, to the fascination of the 
small boys watching... he'd slit the pig's throat and, after it stopped 
squealing, hang it up in his bakehouse, bring buckets of hot water to shave 
it and then pass it to Alfie Bird to butcher it and sell it. Some he would sell 
fresh, but some he would salt and hang from hooks in his ceiling. There 
were salted hams hanging there, and sides of salted bacon. The bacon 
was mostly fat, with just a little red meat. 

You may enthuse about the full English breakfast, but it doesn't measure 
up to the full Welsh breakfast. My mouth waters still, after all these years, 
at the thought of it. Two thick rashers of very thick, very salty bacon sizzling 
in the pan, with an egg fried in butter, black pudding and fried bread. 
Breakfast fit for a king! 

His shin beef was perfect for cawl, a dish made with root vegetables 
cooked over two days, with little speckles of fat floating on the top. It may 
not have been the healthiest dish but it was very tasty and the sparkle of 
the fat specks made it look very enticing. Brawn, if you could forget what it 
was made of, was a tasty treat. He sold duck eggs as well, big blue eggs 
just right for a birthday treat. We didn't always buy them there. When ducks

get broody in the spring they aim to escape from their owner's pen and 
make a secret nest out in the wilds where they can incubate their eggs and 
bring up a family. The owners didn't actually discourage this because it 
increased their duck flock. But Brynna boys also knew about it and would 
search out the duck nests and take the eggs. 

We in the Brynna were living very well and Alfie Bird was also doing well. In 
1939 he bought a new Jaguar motor car, but Mr Hitler poked his nose into 
our affairs and Alfie couldn't get any petrol coupons. After the war he was 
driving a practically new 1939 Jaguar! 

It was a Saturday night in early June. Alfie Bird was a contented man. He'd 
had a pretty good week. Most of his stock had been sold and he was 
expecting a delivery on Monday. He had cleared all the meat from the 
window and put it in the walk-in fridge at the back of the shop. As he swept 
the sawdust from his shop he thought of his immediate plans. He had 
saved a very nice piece of beef for his dinner the following day. His wife 
Rosie would cook it with Yorkshire pudding and the vegetables he would 
collect from his allotment on Sunday morning. He would dig his first new 
potatoes of the year, cut a nice Savoy cabbage, pick some fresh young 
broad beans and collect carrots, the second thinning, the sweetest of all 
carrots, all covered with Rosie's gravy. Perfect. But, before dinner, up to 
the Eagle for a drink. Sunday lunch time is the most sophisticated drinking 
of all. No-one is tired. No-one is drunk. A couple of pints, home for dinner, 
then pack off the kids to Sunday School and enjoy a relaxing afternoon with 
Rosie. He sucked his teeth in anticipation. 

The smile was still on his face when Mrs Flynn burst into the shop. Mrs 
Flynn was the only Irish lady in the Brynna. She looked like Tommy Farr, 
big shoulders, short neck. She was on a mission. "Mr Bird, Mr Bird, I'm 
having four people for dinner tomorrow. Would you ever have a nice 
chicken for me?" He liked Mrs Flynn. He always affected an Irish accent 
when he spoke to her. "Is it yourself, Mrs Flynn? I'll just go to my old fridge 
and see what I've got there." There was just one chicken in the fridge, and 
it wasn't looking too special. He knocked the chicken into shape and put it 
on the counter. "There you are Mrs Flynn. That'll be Ã2 so it will. You'll be 
putting your auld potatoes and onion stuffing in there will you not?" She 
said, "Mr Bird, I'm having FOUR people for dinner tomorrow. That chicken 
is nowhere near big enough. Do you have a bigger one?" "I'll go and have 
a look". He picked up the chicken, took it back to the fridge. He spread out 
its wings. He pulled on the legs. He blew down its neck. He took it back out 
and put it on the counter. "There you are Mrs Flynn, Ã3." She said, "Mr 
Bird, Mr Bird, you've saved my life. I'll take both of them."
