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Every now and then something comes along to throw a spanner in the 
works that rocks our cosy little world view. Life as an anthropologist, for 
example, is full of those little annoyances that mess with the simple quiet 
life of an atheist. Why does every ancient culture have a seven day week? 
Why does every ancient culture around the world have a flood narrative? 
Why is it that every ancient nation, every ancient culture believes in the 
power of prayer?  

Every culture from the beginning of time has always prayed, that is a 
historical, cultural fact. Some cultures were polytheistic and others 
monotheistic, yet prayer has always been a norm throughout all of the 
ages. 

As a Christian, I have seen too many powerful answers to impossible 
prayers for it to be mere "coincidence." Please allow me to give you some 
examples of extreme answers to prayer, so that you may appreciate that 
there really is a God or that I am the luckiest guy that ever lived. 

Recently I prayed to God that I needed a new car. I had given mine away 
to my son a while back and my wife's car was looking somewhat tired. So I 
prayed earnestly that God would provide me with a car. Two days later I 
received a phone call from a lady who wanted to meet with me. When I met 
up she told me that she felt moved to buy me a car. After 6 weeks of 
looking at various models she purchased me a very nice car.  

My wife's car was also an answer to prayer. Many years ago we were 
coming home from a holiday in Devon, when the head gasket gave out on 
our car. In one hour we went from having a car to a hunk of junk. That day 
my wife prayed this specific yet simple prayer. 'Lord Jesus, I need a car to 
replace the one which has died. Please let it be a seven seater, please let it 
be from a Christian, and from someone we know. Amen.' 

I will be honest with you, I doubted that such a specific prayer could ever 
be answered. However, a few days later a Christian friend whom we knew 
phoned, saying their father was getting rid of his seven seater car and 
would we like it for free. I nearly fell over when I heard this.  

I myself have died twice and had brain damage and was healed 
miraculously by the prayers of my fellow Christians. I could go on and on 
about all the wonderful answers to prayers, from the small, to the truly 
miraculous.  

If prayer works, that means something or someone is answering them. I 
would encourage you today to start praying to God again. Not just about 
your needs and wants but also try talking to God like you would a friend

English at 

Titchfield Primary School 

Nicole Dugan, lead for English 

We have had an exciting year with English at Titchfield Primary School. 
Each class has made such amazing progress through their writing learning 
journeys and all the children have been exposed to a wide range of texts. 
There is always a buzz when the children are writing and the enthusiasm 
the children have shown around their writing has been amazing.  

We are ending our year thinking all about our next steps within English. 
Come September we will be launching two new exciting programmes 
within our school. 

Our first new project is all about phonics, As a 
school we are starting a new adventure using 
'Fischer Family Trust ï Success for All' phonics. 
This is a new phonics scheme and we know it will 

really make a positive difference in supporting the children to read. Our 
Year R (soon to be Year 1) children have already had a taster, learning the 
new alphabet song, with all the fantastic actions. This phonics scheme will 
focus on different sounds every week and enable the children to have a 
clear structure within their phonics lessons. The children will be sharing a 
phonics targeted book within reading sessions, allowing them to practise 
the key skills to reading. Once the children are confident they will be able 
to take the reading books home to show their grown-ups their amazing 
reading skills.  

Another exciting programme we are launching is 
our new handwriting scheme ï 'Letter join'. 
Classes from Year 1 to Year 6 will have a 

handwriting structure to follow. This will target letter formation and the 
joining of letters to enhance a child's handwriting. We deem handwriting 
and presentation to be vital within the children's writing and will be excited 
to see the progress the children will make.  

It has been an incredible year at Titchfield and we cannot wait to get 
started again in September with our new opportunities within the school. 
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The Titchfield Gardeners' Club was entertained by an excellent talk from 
Ray Broughton who has been teaching a wide range of horticultural 
subjects for over 39 years. He focused on starting a pond, the type of water 
plants he favoured and how to get rid of some of the pond menaces. 

Starting a pond 
When siting a pond, he emphasised the need for a good soak-away to 
drain excess water and the need for the pond to be in at least one third 
shade. Also, the pond should not be built at the bottom of a slope as there 
would be no chance for good drainage. Avoid building a raised pond as the 
pressure of water could weaken the sides unless reinforced. 

Having dug the hole, smoothed the base with sand and laid out a liner, a 
useful tip to avoid creases in the liner is to place bricks evenly round the 
surface of the liner while filling with water. If you must make underwater 
joins or repair leaks in the liner, he recommended a gas welder that works 
under water, and to use a beetroot dye to find the leak.  

Pond pests  
A tip to avoid algae is to wait a while before introducing new plants into 
your pond. Put them in warm water for 4 hours to soak to remove 
impurities. 

With duck weed he suggested washing new water plants before planting 
out to minimise the risk. If already present, then suck out with a water vac 
and in the winter wipe down the edges to remove the seeds. 

Algae bloom often arrives in spring and is removed by cleaning the bottom 
of the pond to within 4 inches of silt. This job best done in July when all the 
tadpoles and other pond life has matured. 

To clear the pond water, Ray suggested small bricks of organic barley 
straw (rabbit bedding) be placed in the pond every 3 square metres at the 
beginning of May. Every month the bricks should be carefully removed in a 
bucket to avoid contamination and replaced with another bale until the end 
of September. 

Pond plants recommended 

¶ Caltha Palustris ï commonly known as marsh buttercup 

¶ Acorus Gramineous variegatus ïornamental grass up to 30cm in height; 
needs to be in a pot as it spreads  

¶ Zantedeschia aethiopia - known as Arum Lily with normally a white flower

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¶ Primula Japonica ï a robust and vigorous plant normally known as 
Japanese Primrose. 

¶ Mentha Aquatica - a good plant for attracting wildlife and it fertilizes the 
soil. Needs to be in a pot. 

¶ Lobelia Cardinalis - a nice red plant that likes to be semi-submerged 

¶ Juncus effusus f. spiralis ï different texture sometimes known as the 
corkscrew rush with twisted grasses 

¶ Iris Laevigata - known as Japanese Iris; in shades of blue, purple, and 
white. Likes shallow, marshy waters 

¶ Statiotes albides - known as water soldiers; unusual pineapple top foliage 
that sinks in winter and turns purple 

¶ Nymphaea Cus ï water lily - Ray favoured the smaller leaf 
North American variety for garden ponds  

At the end of an enjoyable evening, with lots of anecdotes, we 
were all enthused to go wading in with our rabbit bedding and 
sort our ponds out!  

At the recent AGM of the Friends of the Hospital Dr Natalie Borman, 
Consultant Nephrologist, Wessex Kidney Centre, gave a presentation on 
the Chemotherapy Unit at the Hospital and also on the proposed Dialysis 
project. The Chemotherapy Unit is building up its services as more staff are 
being trained and it is a vital part of the network of related services. Dr 
Borman thanked the Friends for the refreshment service they are providing 
and for the improved courtyard garden which offers a relaxing view to 
patients undergoing therapy. 

The proposed Dialysis Unit is to be built on the land to the side of the 
hospital and behind Brook Lane GP Surgery. Dr. Borman explained that the 
Unit will reduce the amount of travelling many dialysis patients currently 
have to make to existing units, often as frequently as three times a week. 
Funding of some Ã10m is in place, and, using modular buildings, it is hoped 
to have the Unit open by the end of this year.

Vaccination Update 

As I write, in early July, we are in the planning phase of the autumn Covid 
vaccination programme.  Having given 60,000 vaccines to our patients 
since December 2020, our vaccination clinics have closed for the summer, 
along with most GP-led clinics, and we will be starting again in September.  
It is expected that residents and staff working in care homes for older 
adults, front line health and social care workers, those over 65 years of 
age, and those aged between 16-64 in óclinical risk groupsô will be eligible 
for vaccines this autumn.  We will be hoping to give the óflu vaccine at the 
same time and you will be notified when your vaccine is due closer to the 
start of the programme. 

Importantly, if you think you are due a vaccine over the summer whilst our 
clinic is closed you can search for óNHS grab a jabô online to check your 
eligibility and find your nearest clinic.

A churchyard is usually the oldest piece of enclosed land in a parish and 
can be at least as old as the oldest part of the church. St Peter's Church in 
Titchfield was first built by St Wilfrid in about 680 AD so the churchyard has 
probably existed for over 1300 years. Indeed, given that the Titchfield area 
was a thriving part of the Roman Empire, we might speculate that the 
churchyard was first used when Christianity officially came to Britain in the 
fourth century AD. The long and stable existence of Titchfield's churchyard 
means that it is now an important habitat for wildlife. 

Some fern species thrive on walls of churches and churchyards and two of 
these were recently found growing on the walls of St Peter's Churchï Wall 
Rue and Hart's-tongue. Needless to say, these ferns prefer walls that are 
not cleaned too rigorously! Another fern found in the churchyard was the 
Male Fern. The churchyard walls and grass have a good number of 
flowering plants, many with intriguing English names, such as Pellitory of 
the Wall, Annual Wall Rocket, Shining Cranesbill, Yellow Rattle and Rough 
Hawksbeard. A characteristic tree of churchyards is the yew. None of the 
yews in Titchfield churchyard are particularly old, for yews, but Corhampton 
churchyard, further up the Meon valley, has an ancient yew that may 
possibly have been planted at the time St Wilfrid took Christianity there. 
One wonders whether Titchfield once had such a yew, now lost. 

Animals associated with churches include bats. In 2014 a bat was seen 
flying out of the church's chancel roof and was thought to be a long-eared 
bat. Other species recorded in Titchfield, and probably foraging in the 
churchyard, include Common and Soprano Pipistrelles, and Noctule bats. 
Allowing grass in parts of the churchyard to grow long permits a greater 
diversity of plants to flower and produce the pollen and nectar that many 
insects depend on. These then become food for the bats. Long grass also 
gives shelter and food for other animals, for instance slow-worms, another 
species characteristic of churchyards. Mice and voles living in long grass 
become food for owls, a bird traditionally expected in burial grounds. So, 
having some long as well as short grass, as in Titchfield's churchyard, 
allows different habitats to develop which provide good conditions for 
wildlife.

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Hub4Stuff: A fantastic initiative

Consider two alarming facts: 

¶ 22 million items of furniture are discarded every year 

¶ Approximately one in three people are in 'furniture poverty'1 

Hub4Stuff is a brilliant local initiative which seeks to address these problems 
locally. The organisation was started by four people: Tom Bryant, Fiona 
Cooke, Alyson Marlow and Patsie Ruzewicz. They share an interest in 
sustainability, meeting need and enabling people to help themselves. As 
trustees they bring comprehensive and complementary skills and 
experience and have already succeeded in gaining funding from Hampshire 
County Council and the interest and support of Gosport MP, Caroline 
Dinenage, and Se§n Woodward at Fareham Borough Council. 

So what does Hub4 Stuff do? The different aspects of their work, like a 
furniture joint, dovetail well: 

¶ Collecting furniture people donate 

¶ Delivering donated furniture at low or no charge to people who need items  

¶ Taking and passing on white goods which are in working order 

¶ Providing a 'man and a van' service to help people move furniture 

¶ Repairing and restoring unwanted furniture to be passed on or sold to raise 
funds for Hub4Stuff's work 

¶ 'Upcycling' furniture to sell. I saw examples of this with rather dated chairs 
being given a new lease of life with paint and new upholstery 

¶ Developing artwork made from scrapped wood, such as pallets, thus 
preventing this going to landfill and, when sold, generating income 

Plans are also afoot to provide learning opportunities for unemployed 
volunteers who may have problems with, for example, mental illness and/or 
addiction. By helping people to learn new abilities, they can gain confidence 
and self-esteem as well as developing transferrable skills for work and daily 
life. Another plan is to develop 'starter packs' of basic kitchen equipment etc. 
from donated goods and house clearances. 

To demonstrate Hub4Stuff's achievements, since March they have saved 
4,000kg of furniture from going to landfill. To indicate what that means, a 
dining table is 30kg and an average size chest of drawers 25kg. Every 
month they average 103 items of furniture coming in and out. 

How can you help? In discussion with Fiona she explained that: 

¶ People can donate furniture. Hub4 Stuff's storage space is currently limited 
and they cannot take sofas or large wall units  

¶ Financial donations are always welcome to help in their work 

¶ Anyone with skills in making, repairing or restoring furniture who has time 
and skills to offer would be welcome as a volunteer 

To say I was impressed by Hub4Stuff would be an understatement! 
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Combining sustainability, recycling, practical support, skills development and 
tackling poverty is admirable. If you can support them in any way, they can 
be contacted via:

acceptable standard of living. This can mean they have no bed and/ or nowhere to store 
clothing and it can happen when, for example, someone who is homeless is housed in a 
bare flat.  

Fairtrade Update

For over ten years we have had a monthly Fairtrade stall at St Peterôs Church, 
with stalls at other events such as Christmas Tree Festivals and fetes. For the 
last eight years our goods have been supplied by Shop Equality, a wonderful 
Fairtrade shop in Eastleigh, brilliantly run by Sue Hunt. Sue is an amazing 
ambassador for Fairtrade and someone who knew just what customers 
wanted. 

Very sadly, we have just (mid-July) learned that Shop Equality is closing in a 
few weeksô time. Sueôs husband, Joth, has had a move within the Baptist 
Ministry, taking them out of the area, and, although the directors wanted the 
shop to continue, it has not been possible to recruit a manager. 

My huge thanks go to everyone who has supported Fairtrade by buying from 
the stalls, direct from the shop or via my óclick and collectô deliveries during the 
lockdowns. You have all made a difference to the lives of some incredible 
growers and producers, ensuring they are treated with dignity, respect, 
equality and fairness and can build decent futures for their families and 
communities. 

Shop Equality gave us óFairtraderô status which meant we made 10% profit on 
all of our sales, while still selling goods at the same price as in the shop. With 
PCC agreement this profit was mainly donated to Traidcraft, the leading 
Fairtrade organisation, with some other donations and occasionally it was 
used to buy equipment for the stall and for ótastersô of chocolate, biscuits etc. 
Over Ã760.00 has been sent to Traidcraft and we have also donated profit to 
the church, Fareham and Gosport Friends of the Homeless, Friends of St 
Peterôs and Christian Aid. People often made donations on the stall and these 
were also sent on to Traidcraft. Outstanding profit of Ã32.03 from stalls held 
this year will now be sent to Traidcraft. 

At this stage it is not possible to say what the future will be for selling Fairtrade 
at St Peterôs but an update will be provided as soon as possible. Meantime we 
thank Sue and the directors for all their amazing work over the 12 years the 
shop has been open and we wish Sue and Joth all the very best for their 
move.

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The editors asked for book reviews suitable for holiday reading. But what is a 
good holiday read? The usual accepted idea is that it should be light, easy 
reading with a good comfort feel, possibly set in the area where the holiday is 
taking place. 

So for any easy good-feel read perhaps try Salley Vickers: 
'Grandmothers' (2019) or 'The Librarian'. (2018) both published by Viking. 
In 'Grandmothers' you will find some unlikely friendships developing. 

Or for some non-fiction: David Attenborough fans are sure to enjoy his 'Life 
on Air' (2002) Penguin Books: a fascinating biography, with insights into the 
trials and tribulations of making major wildlife TV series. 

When it comes to Historical stories with a geographical setting there are 
many books. For example, regarding Cyprus and the Turkish invasion there 
in 1974: 'A Watermelon, a Fish and a Bible' by the author of 'Beekeeper of 
Aleppo', Christy Lefteri (2010) Quercus publishing. Further away, set in 
Japanese occupied China during WW1 is a tale of school teachers and 
children, truly a tale of resilience and resourcefulness. This is Hazel Gaynor's 
'The Bird in the Bamboo Cage' (2020) Harper Collins. Set in Jamaica in the 
last days of slavery and early freedom is 'The Long song' by Andrea Levy 
(2010), author of 'A Small island' published by Headline Review  

But a word of warning: These last three include some harrowing scenes, so 
they may not qualify for your personal holiday list. If, however, you want a 
tale of inspiration about survival during difficult times choose 'The Bird in the 
Bamboo Cage'.  Dianne Hatfield 

My recommendations are both books which, in different ways, link to times of 
plague/pandemic! The first is Hamnet by Maggie O'Farrell pub. Tinder Press. 
Historical fiction, it tells the story of Shakespeare's son, Hamnet, who died of 
plague, aged 11, about four years before Shakespeare wrote Hamlet. It is a 
gripping story with a detailed, engaging portrayal of everyday life in the 16th 
century and a poignant study of grief.

If youôve followed Johnôs óTales of the Brynnaô 
in this magazine youôll know they have been a fascinating mixture of fact and 
some,ï occasionally alarming ï fiction. Johnôs óLetters to My Sisterô, pub. 
Magic Flute Publishing Ltd., will entertain readers with its wealth of stories, 
complete with some fascinating photos. Itôs been reviewed in the magazine 
previously but deserves its place here as a good holiday read.

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Out and About 

Local walks for exercise and fun 

Ross Underwood  

Coastal Path: 7 miles (11 kilometres) easy walking, but beware of muddy 
stretches in wet weather!  

Section 1 
Start at Titchfield Square 
outside the Bugle Inn and walk 
to St Peter's Church. Continue 
along the path on the right-hand 
side of the church and across 
the wooden bridge over the 
canal. Walk along the canal to 
Bridge Street. It can be muddy 
in wet weather. Take care 
crossing the road.  

Continue along the canal path 
past the Bridge Street car park 
and through the kissing gate. 
About 100 metres from the 
gate, look right to the spilt oak 
tree across the field to see the 
resident barn owls. Late in the 
year, this area floods and 
becomes an important over-
wintering ground for duck, 
geese, and waders. Last winter 
a cattle egret and two glossy 
ibis were also seen here. Carry 
on past the Posbrook Bridge 
(brick) and at the end of the 

tarmac section of the path ignore the detour to the left which goes across to 
the River Meon itself. This is impassable through much of the winter.  

Section 2 
Continue along the canal until you reach Hammond Bridge, the second 
brick one (this section can also be very muddy in wet weather). Do not 
cross the bridge but carry on along the canal to the road, then detour left to 
stay on the path. Note the sea lock where the road crosses the canal. It's 
not really known if the canal was for boats or as part of a water meadow 
reclamation of the estuary. Whatever its purpose there was a problem 
because the shingle on the beach was moved about in storms and blocked 
the entrance. 
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Section 3 
Soon the path and road meet the beach and take a right angle to the left. 
You need to take the gate and cross the road to the beach chalets. You will 
see there are toilets by the beach. Walk down the road between the chalets 
and at the end, pick up the path up onto the cliff. From the cliff you will be 
able to see Calshot across the Solent to the west and Cowes on the Isle of 
Wight to the south. Frequently at the weekend there will be several yacht 
races played out below you. There is an annual cricket match played on 
the Bramble Bank in the middle of the Solent, which dries at super low 
tides. Proceed along the cliff path until it dips down to the small Brownwich 
(pronounced 'Brinidge') stream and pool. Do not cross it, but head inland 
along the path and then gravel road until you meet a concrete one. This 
part of the wartime transport system connected to a camp in Thatchers 
Copse.  

Section 4 
Take the concrete road and follow it straight-on past the right-hand branch 
to Triangle Lane. The concrete road carries on beyond some cottages and 
a farm and then reverts to gravel. Proceed on to a farm gate across the 
lane and go through, closing it behind you. Keep on the lane for about 1000 
metres, with fields to your right until you reach houses to your right.  

Section 5 
After four houses look for a finger post showing the footpath on the right. 
Follow this, again through the gate with hedges on both sides. After a 
dogleg to the right, you will come to a kissing gate. Go through it and enter 
the field with an all-weather horses' exercising track. Follow the left-hand 
hedge to the trig point in the corner, then round to the right. Go through the 
kissing gate onto Heath Lane and follow this down to Posbrook Lane. Turn 
left and after about 50 metres there is the sign to Great Posbrook House 
and just past this cross over and climb over the stile into 
the horses' field. Cut diagonally across to the kissing gate 
which takes you into the Bellfield Estate. Follow Lower 
Bellfield Road and cross over into Garstons Road. When 
it swings left up the hill, carry straight on along the path 
which comes out on West Street. Turn right down the hill 
and this brings you back into Titchfield Square and back 
to the start of the walk.

What followed 
was a warm welcome by the head chef and our own, freshly made paella 
Valenciana with chicken, rabbit and snails. Whilst eating, we worked out our

On the bus, we were excited about our day but slightly annoyed we hadn't 
seen the lake. We could always come back, I said. But this did seem like the 
perfect chance.
