We face the crisis of rising energy bills, which not only impacts us at home 
but also gives farmers a huge problem with ever increasing costs. Climate 
change is a reality that we have to face and strive to do whatever we can to 
minimize our impact not only on our own local environment but the wider 
world. There are those overseas who cannot walk to a local shop or drive 
to a supermarket for their food but rely on growing their own crops, which 
are often destroyed by drought or floods. Sorry for the sermon on climate 
change which I know you will have heard over and over again, but it's so 
important for us to protect the wonderful planet that God provided for us to 
live on. 

Following on from harvest in the church year we enter the season of 
remembrance, the time of year when we especially remember our loved 
ones who have gone before us and give thanks for their lives. We also give 
thanks for those who sacrificed their lives in defence of freedom and liberty. 
Keats' poem progresses through images of the patterns of nature's 
seasons ï birth and planting in spring, growth in summer and harvest in 
autumn. Sadly many young women and men did not survive to see the 
summer or autumn of their lives, as they were cut short in the brutality of 
war. We shall remember them! There will be opportunities to give thanks 
for the lives of our loved ones in a service for All Souls and for the lives of 
those who died in the service of this country in our annual Remembrance 
Sunday service.

Bell-ringing Update 

Lyndon Hatfield 

This is written after the extremely sad news of the passing of 
Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. We rang with fully muffled 
bells on Friday the 9th September in commemoration of Her Majesty and 
with fully open bells for the Proclamation of King Charles III on Saturday 
10th. From Sunday 11th bells were rung fully muffled until after the Queen's 
funeral. For the funeral itself, ringing was prior to the service. 

Altogether our ringers have been able to take part in this ringing and I am 
very grateful for their support and to John Pereira for carrying out the 
difficult task of muffling. Muffling means placing a thick leather pad on the 
clapper so that when the bell is struck the sound produced is muted. As 
each bell sounds twice in the full movement of the bell, fully muffled means 
both sounds are muted. The tenor bell is only muffled on one strike, which 

produces an effect like tolling one bell. We only 
ring fully muffled on the passing of a Sovereign. 
At other appropriate times, such as at New 
Year's Eve, the bells are muffled only on one 
strike which produces an echoing effect.  

On Sunday 16th October, during the 10am service at St Peter's Church 
Titchfield, we will be considering the physical, emotional and spiritual 
significance of a home and how we might help people who do not have 
one. We will be using material provided by a small charity called: The 
Church Homeless Trust. The Trust provides grants to homeless people 
from all backgrounds, and of all faiths or none, and helps them establish a 
home and re-join society. At a time when many are struggling with the cost 
of living and facing uncertainty, we invite you to join us as we reflect and 
pray for those who have nowhere to call home.

Letter from Michelle Stephens - Head Teacher 

Dear Readers of Titchfield News, 

I am writing this at the start of September and I am delighted that this 
academic year should hopefully be back to normal after all of the Covid 
disruption! 

We had started last academic year hopeful that the worst of Covid was 
over, but from October until almost Easter it felt like every child and 
member of staff caught it! At one time in late January some classes had 
most of their children and staff out unwell. This did make things very 
difficult to manage and the children became experts at remote learning 
again, but we got through it and the summer term certainly felt more 
normal again. 

Our exciting and engaging curriculum has continued and we have been 
able to go on visits again including our popular residentials to Spy Camp at 
Avon Tyrrell for Year 6 and Stubbington Study Centre for Year 4.

The two days were rigorous 
and the inspector explored all aspects of what it is like to be a 
learner at Titchfield Primary. 

We were very pleased that the inspector put safeguarding at the centre of 
the report and acknowledged everything we do and said that staff are 
highly trained. As regular Titchfield News readers will know, we have spent 
several years now working on developing our curriculum so that all of the 
children are excited by learning and make good progress. We were so 
delighted to read this statement in the report:  

'Leaders across the school have worked tirelessly to design a 
curriculum which covers the national curriculum, is broad, interesting 
and engages all pupils.'

We are very excited to continue our development work to make sure 
all children are able to read fluently by the time they leave us and 
from September we will be introducing a new Phonics programme to 
the children.

Platinum Jubilee. We had a very special day at the end of May half term 
where we learned all about the Queen and her life. Each class dressed up 
to represent each decade the Queen has been on the throne and we had a 
lovely parade and celebration picnic which parents came to as well. We 
even had a 'visit' from the Queen and Prince Charles! 

The children were delighted to return to school this week and are excited for 
the year ahead. We have also welcomed some new teachers and children 
to the school and we are looking forward to all the learning that will be 
happening!

Covid Boosters 
Top of our agenda as I write this article is the imminent start of the Autumn 
2022 Covid Vaccine Booster & Flu programme. By the time you are 
reading this, we will be well underway, having sent thousands of invitations 
either by mobile phone (if the practice has a number for you) or by letter. 
Like last year, most of our vaccinations will be delivered at clinics held at 
Fareham Community Hospital, and the practice has taken on new 
dedicated staff to run those clinics who have had lots of previous 
experience at Mass Vaccination Centres. 

The eligibility criteria for a Covid Booster this autumn are very similar to 
what you will be familiar with. Residents of older age care homes and the 
staff caring for them, front-line health and social care workers, those in 
clinical risk groups, household contacts of patients who are 
immunosuppressed, adult carers, and all adults over 50 will all be invited in 
turn. Do bear in mind that if you are aged between 50-64 and you do not 
have an underlying health condition that makes you eligible, you won't be 
invited for your vaccine until mid-October onwards. We will continue to 
send out invitations through the autumn as you become eligible. 

Face-to-face appointments 
13% of patients who attended our patient engagement event in May asked 
us to look at providing more face-to-face GP appointments. Our GP triage 
process allows us to collect information from you when you request an 
appointment/some advice, so that we can ensure we give you timely advice 
from the right person first time as often as possible. We are currently 
planning a pilot in which we will ask our patients to choose which 
appointment mode (telephone/F2F/text message/video) would be their 
preference. The Triage GP will review this preference along with the other 
information that each patient has given us, and this will help inform what 
type of appointment is given. We will share more details once we have 
them. 

Contacting the surgery this autumn 
As you will have read in the news, the summer was a very challenging time 
in Primary Care and during August the practice saw and helped 7,628 
different patients. We are very grateful for the support you have all shown 
us and we will continue to work as hard as we can to support you in turn. 

I'm pleased to say that non-urgent GP appointments will be available to 
book daily by adding your request to the GP triage list. You can do this by 
telephoning or by dropping into the surgery. When the appointment book is 
full for the day, we will notify our patients by a change in the telephone 
message and through the front desk reception team. We will then offer only 
clinically urgent appointments until the appointment book opens again on 
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the following day. If we are unable to offer non-urgent appointments on a 
particular day, for example due to staff absences, we will update our 
telephone message and reception staff with a clear message. 

Please do only contact us on a day when you are available for a 
consultation as we do not offer GP appointments to be booked into the 
future.  

New GP Registrars 
Sovereign is a GP training practice, and I'm pleased to introduce our latest 
group of GP Registrars. They are Dr Kenchington and Dr Pilbeam (who are 
primarily based in Titchfield), Dr Soliman and Dr Bechara. They are doctors 
who are in their final stages of training to be GPs and they run their own 
daily clinics. From time to time, a Registrar may wish to discuss your care 
with their GP mentor, which can mean an appointment takes a little longer. 
I'm certain that our patients will respect and support this, an essential 
investment in the future of primary care and your local practice.

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Titchfield Village Trust Update 

Nick Girdler - chairman of TVT 

During the Pandemic the phone box in the village was taken over by a book 
exchange. This happened without any permissions being requested or 
given and, when BT came along to service the box, they dismantled the 
book shelves. The box itself is in a somewhat sorry state paint wise. 

At a recent meeting of the Titchfield Village Trust it was suggested that we 
took over looking after the box. There was overwhelming support for this. 
BT have a scheme whereby we can 'Adopt' the box. It is listed and we have 
contacted Fareham Borough Council who are willing for us to take the box 
over. 

This does mean that BT will disconnect the phone and we can return it to 
being the very successful book exchange it had become. 

You may have seen recent news stories from Ofcom, the regulator that BT 
have to work through, saying they have put in place safeguards protecting 
some boxes. 

Under Ofcom's new criteria, phone boxes will now be protected where: 

¶ they are in a place without coverage from all four mobile network 
providers; or 

¶ they are located in an area with a high frequency of accidents or 
suicides; or 

¶ 52 or more calls have been made from them over the past 12 months; or 

¶ there is other evidence that a phone box is reasonably needed at a site ï 
for example, where it is being used to make calls to helplines such as 
Childline 

None of these criteria apply to the Titchfield box. In fact over the last 12 
months it was used only 4 times. 

However, the Trust doesn't feel it can just take over the box 
without the whole of the village having an opportunity to voice 
their opinion. We plan, therefore, to hold a simple referendum on 
Sunday October 30th between 10.am and 4.00pm in the 
Parish Room asking just that. 

We should point out that there are no two ways; either the box 
remains a phone box or we take it over, refurbish it, and it 
becomes a book exchange. We can't have both uses at the 
same time. There are over 20,000 phone boxes in the country.

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Kelvin Mason, a part-time teacher at Sparsholt College with 50 years 
horticulture experience, gave an interesting and informative talk to the 
Titchfield Gardeners' Club. His talk covered the effects of climate change 
and what we can do to cope with its impact. In particular, Kelvin stressed 
that we should not leave 'a mess' for future generations. 

7 out of 10 years recently have been drought years as far as plants are 
concerned and we are currently in a drought year. It is predicted we'll get 
wetter, milder winters over shorter periods. Overall the temperature is rising 
although this does not necessarily mean more sunshine.  

The impact of the milder winters on fruits is significant. Fruits have fewer 
flowers if there is not enough cold during the winter as the plants need 
sufficient chilling to blossom. Fewer flowers will mean fewer fruits. This 
particularly affects apples, strawberries and blackcurrants. 

What can we do to reduce the impacts of climate change? 
Soil is the largest worldwide storage of carbon. We need more carbon in 
the soil. Adding organic matter, especially manure (more nutrients) or leaf 
mould (fewer nutrients), which are 'magic substances', will retain moisture. 
Ideally, then cover the organically-fed soil by adding a mulch or fabric, 
available from garden centres. Covering the soil reduces evaporation as 
well as keeping weeds down. 

Kelvin also advised using a 'no-dig' approach during the warmest 
part of summer to keep the moisture in as turning the soil 
increases the chance of evaporation and encourages loss of 
carbon as carbon dioxide. He mentioned Charles Dowding, 
horticulturalist and author, as an advocate of this approach. 

Further advice was: 

1. Add organic matter to the soil in spring. Avoid doing this during the 
autumn as the heavy winter rain washes the nitrogen and potash out of 
the soil. 

2. Plant to avoid bare soil and hence reduce the risk of evaporation. Grow 
'green manure' plants to avoid bare soil, especially over winter. 

3. Layer plants by, for example, planting ground cover, herbaceous plants, 
shrubs and trees all overlapping so that they bloom separately, cover the 
soil and slow down rainwater percolation through the layers into the soil. 
This reduces the rate of run-off so that plants can slowly absorb more 
water.

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4. There are no local sources for phosphate fertilizers and all will have 
travelled long distances. An impact of the Russia/Ukraine conflict is that 
nitrogen fertilizers are very expensive. Kelvin suggested using spent 
compost. Whilst it may not be as effective as some other fertilizers, it is 
ok to use alongside other organic matter. 

5.  Make compost at home and put your own home-grown nutrition back 
into the soil. For best effects, chop up prunings and other green garden 
waste, mix it up rather than layer it and then cover it. Doing this will 
mean it composts quicker. If you are lucky enough to be able to access 
horse manure, this is a very good activator and will speed up 
composting. Nettles will also help as an activator.  

6. Water collection and re-use: 

a) Use water butts with lids to collect rainwater. Save it and use it for 
plants but use tap water for seedlings to reduce 'damping-off'. Kelvin 
added that rainwater is ok for ALL plants even though it is slightly 
acidic 

b) Only water early morning or evening in summer to reduce the chance 
of evaporation  

c) Grey water from washing up, showers etc. can be used on 
plants but avoid strong detergents and dishwasher water 
with high salt content softener and don't use hot water on 
lawns or plants as it can kill them 

d) Don't waste water on lawns as grass will recover. Use it on plants. 

e) Irrigation 'drip' systems/'leaky pipes' can work well by delivering water 
to the plant roots but avoid sprinkler systems as most of the water is 
lost in evaporation.  

Kelvin also gave us considerations for garden design: 

1. Roof gardens are good. Choose plants that don't have a high demand 
for water - sedums are a good example. Beware the weight involved! 

2. Reduce the amount of hard landscaping as this can lead to flooding and 
waste precious water. Consider block paving with gaps or pea-shingle  

3. Some ideas might be  

a) a rain garden 

b) a bog garden 

c) a gravel garden 

d) 'Swale' to slow water run-off with or without water-loving plants to 
delay/absorb water run-off and reduce flooding. 

Clearly we have a lot of work to do to adapt our gardens to deal with 
climate change and particularly the recent droughts! 
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A Modern Approach

The Earl of Southampton Trust, (EOST) which owns 19 alms-houses in the 
village and grants occupation to people in need, doesn't spend its time 
living in the past. 

Over the years we have identified those in need in many different ways. 
Our terms of reference change as do the needs of people. Not many of us 
are in need of a cordwainer these days or a wig-maker, most of us go the 
closest shoe shop or Amazon. However, Widow Godden was certainly in 
need of the Trust in the 1700s when she called on us 3 times for help in 
order to continue in her role as cordwainer to the village and William Lowe 
was granted 3 guineas to buy hair so he could make wigséno nylon 
substitute then! The EOST also funded smallpox jabs which were much in 
demand during that century, not so much now of course, we have Covid to 
contend with instead. 

No - what's needed now is far more complex. Who, for instance, 3 years 
ago, would have thought giving computers to state schools would be 
something of a priority. Yet during the pandemic the EOST purchased 22 
computers for 3 schools within the ancient parish.  

We recently had a request from a resident who had suffered a stroke and 
was asking for funds to enable him to purchase an electric wheelchair. This 
was part of the response from his family: 

'Getting the grant is when life changed, for the better. Richard (who is 
happy for his name to be mentioned) was able to have a more 
independent and happy lifeéé. Richard's confidence has grown 
because of the chairéé It's amazing how one piece of equipment 
can change someone's life so muchééWe will forever be grateful to 
The Earl of Southampton Trust for helping us change our life for the 
better.' 

During the 1800s and early in the 20th century we helped many through 
education and apprenticeships in order to set them on the road to self-
sufficiency and a fulfilling life. 

Life is somewhat more complex now than it was even 125 years ago, and 
we have different priorities: school trips and uniforms, car mobility, gym 
membership, carpets - all have recently been requested. 

We are now looking for more ways in which to serve the older members of 
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our community. For instance, we recently gave a grant of Ã1,800 to the 
Titchfield Lunch Club held weekly at the Community Centre.

The 28-mile walk up the Meon valley was planned in the early years of the 
millennium by a group led by the Reverend Jim Foley, rector of the Bridge 
Parishes. He saw it as something akin to the route which might have been 
taken by St Wilfrid, Bishop of York in the late 7th Century, as he travelled 
through the lands of the Meonwara tribe, preaching Christianity and 
establishing churches. The walk starts at Titchfield Haven and follows the 
length of the river to East Meon in six stages averaging five miles each.

Archdeacon Peter Hancock led a group of walkers on the first stage, from 
Titchfield Haven to St Peter's Church in Titchfield.

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Garden Ladies 
A great venture from three Ukrainian guests

As readers will know, across the UK, people are opening their homes to 
guests who are coming as refugees from the war in Ukraine. We're so 
lucky to have them living in our local community and enriching our lives and 
it was a pleasure to talk with Liudmyla Kurinenko who has come here with 
her son, Nazar, sister Yulia Pasyk, Yulia's son, Bohdan and their friend 
Natalia Parkhomenko. They came to the UK in June and have been living 
with hosts locally with the boys attending a local school. 

Liudmyla explained that their aims are to work 
hard, improve their English and make a 
contribution to the UK. Like many of the 
Ukrainian guests they have faced a mountain of 
bureaucracy, helped through this by their hosts, 
and have encountered difficulties such as trying 
to find NHS dentists because they cannot pay 
for private treatment. All this is in addition to 
regularly hearing distressing news of the terrible 
situation for families and friends back in Ukraine. 

The three women were wondering what work they could do when the 
couple who are teaching them English suggested they start a gardening 
enterprise so that's exactly what they have done! Their backgrounds are 
ideal for this. Yulia trained and qualified in landscape design and also 
worked as a florist. She and Liudmyla ran their own wedding business for 
19 years, planning all aspects of weddings, and Liudmyla has wide-ranging 
business experience. Natalia's background was in farming and agriculture. 

Thus, between them, they are the ideal combo, complementing one 
another's work! They can design gardens of all sizes, including re-design, 
and can also advise about planting schemes, soil condition and what 
fertilizers and supplements to use. They are mindful of our current drought 
and can advise about the best plants to withstand water shortages. They 
know how we love attracting wildlife into our gardens and will also, for 
example, explain the best bee, butterfly and bird-friendly plants to grow.  

Yulia and Natalia also provide hands-on garden maintenance, typically 
visiting for 1-2 hours a week and giving advice about plant care. Liudmyla 
and I talked about how, in the UK, we have increasingly had ornaments 
and lighting in our gardens and she started thinking about how they could 
possibly link with some of the skilled local craftspeople who produce 
garden sculptures, glass etc. 

Liudmyla actually also makes beautiful crochet and macram® bags but has 
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found that, with the cost of materials, these are now expensive for people 
to buy, especially as money is tight for many people at the moment. She 
hopes to sell some at craft fairs but is taking a break from this to be the 
marketing and sales person for Yulia and Natalia. Her English is excellent 
and so she has been invaluable in helping them develop their client base. 
They recently had an article in the Southern Daily Echo which resulted in 
them taking on a number of projects so they are now looking for a car so 
that they can take on more work, instead of cycling to their jobs. 

It was so good to talk with Liudmyla, to meet Nazar and Bohdan, and to 
hear about how the enterprise is developing. I'm sure all readers will wish 
them every success and maybe some will want to use their undoubted 
talents.

Doorstep electricity meter credit scams, often involve being offered cut-
price energy for those who use pre-payment meters, for example Ã50 of 
electricity meter top-up for a cash payment of just Ã25. Criminals use 
cloned keys to top up energy credit illegally. More than 10,000 households 
have been affected by this crime already. 

How to protect yourself  

¶ Never buy your electricity from someone who knocks at your door. 
Electricity companies do not sell electricity top-up door-to-door. 

¶ Always buy your electricity from official outlets ï PayPoint, Payzone and 
The Post Office. 

Energy rebate scams are phone calls and emails to customers asking 
them to apply for the Governmentôs Ã400 energy bill rebate. In reality they 
are fraudsters trying to steal bank details either over the phone or via a 
fake online portal. 

The cost of living payment will be automatically applied to bills by energy 
suppliers meaning there is no need for consumers to apply manually. The 
official rebate payments will begin being made in October.  

How to protect yourself 
¶ If you have any doubts about a message, contact the organisation 
directly. 

¶ Donôt use the numbers or address in the message ï use the details from 
their official website. Remember, your bank (or any other official source) 
will never ask you to supply personal information via email. 

¶ If you have received an email which youôre not quite sure about, forward 
it to report@phishing.gov.uk

Every year, Hampshire Constabulary receives calls from dozens of people 
who have been frightened by trick or treaters. It might seem like innocent 
fun, but it can be terrifying for elderly or vulnerable people. 

Advice for elderly and/or vulnerable people: 

¶ If you do not know who is calling at your house you do not need to open 
the door 

¶ Try to see who is at the door before opening it by looking through a spy 
hole or window  

¶ If you have a chain on your door keep this in place when opening the 
door 

¶ If you feel threatened in your home contact the police. 

¶ Display 'No trick or treat' signs. These can be downloaded and printed 
from the following web address: https://www.hampshire.police.uk/

treat-a4-flyer-web.pdf 

Advice for children and their parents: 

¶ If your child is going outside in a costume, make sure they are wearing 
reflective clothing or add reflective tape to their clothes 

¶ Carry a torch and consider road safety at all times 

¶ If your child is going out trick or treating make sure they go out in a group, 
preferably accompanied by an adult 

¶ Older, unaccompanied children should let you know where they are going 
and what time they will be back 

¶ Children should carry a mobile phone in a pocket or bag 

¶ Make sure your children know not to enter anyone's house or to accept 
lifts from strangers 

¶ Not everyone appreciates trick or treaters turning up at their door - look 
out for the 'No tricker or treaters poster' displayed in windows 

¶ Be respectful to others' property if they don't answer the door or offer a 
treat. Playing tricks could get you into trouble and may amount to a 
criminal offence. This includes including throwing eggs or flour.

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COP 27 

What, Where, and Why Should I Care? 

Lisa Williams 

From the 6th -18th November 2022, world leaders will gather in Sharm-el-
Sheikh, Egypt, for the next round of COP discussions. But what exactly are 
they, and how useful are they likely to be? 

What is COP 27? 
COP stands for Conference of the Parties ï the (extremely uninspiring) 
name for the annual fortnight-long discussions on how to manage the threat 
posed by global warming and climate change. Representatives attend from 
all of the 195 countries ('parties') that have signed up to the United Nations 
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCC). The first meeting ï 
COP 1 - was held in 1995.  

Where do they get their information from? 
COP negotiations are informed by the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate 
Change (IPCC) assessment reports. This is where hundreds of scientists 
from all member countries go through all of the most recent climate research 
from around the world, and create an (incredibly long!) overall summary. 

The most recent round of reports was released in 2021/2022. The overall 
message was that climate change is already widespread, rapid and intensi-
fying. Without deep and rapid cuts to emissions we are likely to reach 1.5OC 
of warming - the threshold beyond which the impacts of warming become 
much worse - within the next 18 years.  

So if it is agreed it is such a threat, what are the main sticking points in 
negotiations?  
For the most part, the largest areas of disagreement have been between 
developed and developing countries.  

In 1997, the USA refused to support the Kyoto Protocol (the world's first 
greenhouse gas reductions treaty) because it only focused on reducing the 
emissions of the 37 most developed countries. There was no requirement 
for major developing nations such as India and China to reduce their emis-
sions, and the US felt that its economy would be at an unfair disadvantage. 

The second area is to do with 'climate financing'. There is little agreement 
over the amount of money that richer countries, who are the most responsi-
ble for climate change, will pay poorer countries - typically currently the most 
affected by climate change - to help them reduce their emissions and move 
to greener technologies. 

COP26 (postponed from 2020) was held in the UK last year. Did it 
achieve anything? 
Important steps forward were made, including agreement on how individual 
countries successes (or failures!) in reducing emissions will be monitored 
and assessed.

There was also agreement in areas such as tackling deforestation and re-
ducing methane emissions - another important greenhouse gas. For the first 
time (somewhat incredibly) there was also agreement to reduce fossil fuel 
use by 'phasing down' coal.  

Sadly, most observers are agreed that these are only small steps at a time 
where huge leaps are required. 

So is COP27 likely to be any more successful? Carbon emissions have 
continued to rise ever since COP1 (see graph below), doesn't that 
make it all a waste of time? 
Getting 195 different countries to agree on a way forward is obviously an 
immense challenge. But there are reasons to be hopeful, not least because 
solutions to the climate crisis could double as solutions to current increasing 
energy prices and shortages, as well as promising to tackle the threats to 
global food supplies. Watch this spaceé.!

Every year Titchfield village celebrates Christmas by local residents 
displaying a lit Christmas tree in a bracket fixed to the outside of their 
houses. Would you like to join in - or join us again - and have an outdoor 
tree this year?  

We know that with the current economic situation, costs rising and 
Christmas approaching a number of people may decide an outside 
Christmas tree is a luxury that they cannot afford and we completely 
understand. We have tried to keep costs down for you. 

We have approached our supplier and we will be able to supply a 4ft 
Norway Spruce tree at Ã13.50 which is the same price as last year. This is 
a different variety of Christmas tree from the Nordmann tree which we 
normally supply. Nordmann trees are more expensive so, in-order to still 
light up Titchfield, we have chosen this less expensive variety of tree. The 
difference between the two types of trees is that Nordmann trees are a 
glossy green colour and have big needles with good needle retention. They 
are slower growing. Norway Spruce trees have classic fresh Christmas 
fragrance and structure (pyramid shape). Their needle retention is not as 
good but they are fine outdoors and are used in Trafalgar Square and 10 
Downing Street. They are a faster growing tree.  

We will be sending out an email with order forms and forms will be 
available from Hadlows the Butchers. Alternatively you can complete the 
form opposite. Thank you for joining us in lighting Titchfield for Christmas. 
No flyers will be delivered this year so please place your order to guarantee 
a Christmas tree. 

The trees will be ready for you to collect from 9.30am - 1.30pm on 
Saturday 3rd December from the yard entrance in West Street. Going up 
West Street from the village, the yard is on left before the path to Garsons. 
These trees are available for Titchfield Village residents - outside trees 
only. Please tell your neighbours and friends in the village if they do not 
know.  

We are a group of local volunteers who co-ordinate the trees; placing an 
order for 300 English grown trees. They are delivered to the village for 
collection. The trees will be trimmed but may need further trimming by you 
to fit into your bracket. We organise Christmas trees for community 
buildings like the Parish Rooms and a tree for the village green ï 
sponsored again this year by Hadlows the butchers and with lights 
provided by Freemantle's, transport by Mark Harris and the star by Tony 
Traves.

Erin Litteken: The Memory Keeper of Ukraine, Pub. Boldwood Books  

The invasion of Ukraine, with all the accompanying horrors, has impacted 
all of us. What I had not realised is that this was not the first time in 
recent history that Russia invaded Ukraine. 

The book outlined the story of Stalin's invasion of Ukraine in 1929 
through the eyes of a family who lived in a village in the countryside. 
Stalin wanted to annexe the land and convert the countryside to 
collective farms. This was an equally cruel time with families been bullied 
into taking part, giving up their land, food, animals and their homes. 
Whole families were exiled to Siberia. Four million people died; many 
because of famine. Ukraine fought back with an active resistant 
movement. Eventually the Russians left. 

It must be very hard for the older generation who would have stories from 
their parents and grandparents about 'the Holidomor' a word coined from 
the Ukraine words for hunger (holod) and extermination (mor) - especially 
with history repeating itself.
