At Titchfield Primary School, we believe that children should be taught the 
characteristics of good personal health, mental wellbeing, social skills and 
economic awareness. Physical health and mental health are interlinked 
and it is important that pupils understand that good physical health 
contributes to good mental wellbeing, and vice versa. 

PSHE education is important because we want to support our children to 
be happy, healthy, well-adjusted people and to be in a position to make a 
positive contribution to society.

Luke 2.1 'In those days, a decree was issued by Caesar Augustus that a 
census should be taken throughout the entire world.' 

How often have we read that passage and given no thought to what we 
have read? Sometimes we need a bit of context to help us understand the 
bigger picture. Let's put this another way. You are a British Christian trying 
to live out your faith in a land that is occupied by an enemy government. 
There are soldiers everywhere who are oppressing you. You have to pay 
special taxes as a Christian just to allow you basic religious freedoms to 
practice your faith. Then one day the occupying government decides that 
everyone must go to the place of their birth to register themselves in a 
census. Can you imagine how costly and disruptive and oppressive that 
would be? 

Go back 2000 years ago and this was what was happening in Israel. I can 
imagine many were bemoaning the oppression and wondering where was 
God in all of this harshness of life? And yet God was using the oppressive 
Roman Empire of the day to fulfil His plans and objectives.  

The Messiah had to be born in Bethlehem and, no matter what He must be 
born there. Did God move the hand of Caesar Augustus? Or did God in His 
foreknowledge know this was what would happen? I suspect that God in 
heaven wanted Jesus, the bread of heaven, to be born in Bethlehem, the 
house of bread1. In spite of great oppression, God will build His church and 
His plans and purposes will come about.  

There is a cautionary tale here. In today's Christianity we have it way too 
easy in Britain. We don't know what it is to suffer or that the church as 
Christ's body has to suffer as Christ suffered. We don't understand that 
oppression and difficulty is the spark of life to our Christian experience. 
Hardship, difficulties and oppression can be a land of miracles for the 
Christian.  

Often the walk of faith, true faith, is born out of difficulty, fire and adversity. 
Did not James tell us to consider it pure joy when we face trials and 
tribulations. Why pure joy? Because in that place, God can use 
circumstances to His glory. He can turn all things to good for those who love 
Him.  

Maybe you are going through tough times at the moment. Maybe you are 
feeling down and discouraged. Can I please encourage you to believe for a 
Christmas miracle. The God of miracles used the most oppressive regime 
2000 years ago to cause His Son to be born where He wanted Him to be 
born.

The Future of the Reserve

Readers will be aware of Hampshire County Council's plans to close Haven 
House Visitor Centre on 23rd December and sell that building, as well as 
Haven Cottage. Their rationale is that the council is under great financial 
pressure and the capital from the sale of the two buildings would fund 
repairs and maintenance on the nature reserve. 

Local people and 14,000 signatories of the petition at  
https://www.hhra.org.uk/ think differently! Hill Head Residents' Association 
(HHRA) is co-ordinating the opposition to this dreadful plan and is delighted 
that so many people, including Fareham and Hampshire Councillors and 
the local MP, Caroline Dinenage, have made their opposition so clear. 

HCC acknowledge that there are 85,000 visitors a year to the Visitor Centre 
ï anyone who goes to the shop and caf® will know just how busy they 
always are. The arguments which we are putting forward are: 

¶ The Visitor Centre does so much for the physical and mental wellbeing of 
those who use it and could generate much more income e.g. from letting 
the flats on the first floor and having many more income-raising activities. 
This could best be done by a charitable body rather than HCC. 

¶ The costs shown in HCC's very poor business case are over-stated. 

¶ The nature reserve itself could be run more efficiently and cost-effectively 
by Hampshire & IoW Wildlife Trust. 

Fareham Borough Council has listed Haven House as an Asset of 
Community Value which means that HCC cannot sell it to anyone other 
than HHRA or another community group for six months. But they could still 
close it on 23rd December. This would be dreadful. 

We will have spoken at HCC full council meeting on 24th November, the 
Select Committee for Countryside, Culture and Communities on 7th 
December and the Executive Member's Decision Day on 8th December. It is 
not too late to write to the Executive Member 
russell.oppenheimer@hants.gov.uk ï please do!

Changing the name of our practice

we will soon be changing our practice name to move away from 'Sovereign 
Health Partnership' due to a clash with a health insurance company 
elsewhere in the country. Please be assured, however, that there will be no 
change to the GP partners who own the practice, or to our staff. We will 
remain the same NHS GP practice offering healthcare via our three 
surgeries in Titchfield, Highlands and Whiteley. 

Together, we have chosen our new name to be 'Meon Health Practice' 
which was favoured for the connection to the chalk stream that runs 
through the centre of our catchment area out to the Solent at Titchfield 
Haven. You will start seeing our new name over the next few weeks on our 
website and in each of our surgeries, and we will be writing to all our 
patients to make sure everyone is aware of the change. 

We will be contacting those of our patients who have already requested to 
join our patient focus group for their thoughts on what our new logo will 
look like.

Access to appointments 
It won't have escaped your notice that, across the country, the NHS is 
under huge pressure this winter and access to appointments at GP 
surgeries is at a premium. To make best use of all the resources at our 
disposal, we are operating a same day service with one of our GPs triaging 
all our appointment requests. 

The availability of appointments at the practice is carefully monitored 
throughout the day and that information is shared on the telephone 
message you hear when you call the practice. It will let you know whether 
we have any more routine appointments available that day or whether we 
are now only able to take appointment requests for urgent medical issues. 
The system will mean that patients who need urgent support will get it, that 
we will help as many people with non-urgent/routine problems each day as 
our capacity allows and that you should avoid the frustration of holding the 
line to find there are no appointments left when you get through. 

Please provide as much information as you can about your health concern, 
whether on the telephone or by using an appointment request form 
available at every surgery reception. This will allow our Triage GP to make 
the right decision about which healthcare professional can best address 
your needs. 
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Wellbeing Team (social prescribing) 
Many people contact the surgery with issues that may not be primarily 
medical in nature, perhaps caused by social isolation or loneliness, low 
mood or anxiety, bereavement, difficulty accessing services, or carer 
stress. We are proud to have a dynamic and growing Wellbeing Team who 
provide expertise and a wide range of support options for people 
struggling with these issues. 

Amongst the services they offer are walking groups, seated exercise 
classes, drop-in meetings for mental wellbeing, making social connections, 
promoting independence, advice around housing and finance, a carers' 
drop-in meeting and they also host Citizen's Advice meetings. They offer 
one to one support and advice on a wide range of non-medical issues as 
well as health coaching to help prevent medical problems in the future. 

If you would like support with your wellbeing you can contact the team in 
the following ways:

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Three projects in the village have either begun their journey or are coming 
to a close as I write. 

1: Re-roofing and paving the Village Hall: 

Work began on the roof in July but two or three issues held things up and 
added costs to the project. ' 'Twas ever thus with 125 year old buildings' I 
hear you say. The first problem was the type of insulation being installed in 
the roof. In fact there was no insulation but now it is well above building 
regulation spec but also well above initial cost estimates. Still, better more 
insulation than just enough.  

Next they found a problem with some work that had been poorly carried out 
in the 1980s. That cost us another three days' work and a longer hold up 
as engineers had to be consulted.  

I'll leave item three as it's far too complex and deals with scaffolding - not 
something amateurs should ever get involved 
with! 

Suffice to say that when you read this all should 
have been completed and we can move on to our 
next set of upgrades including removing the false 
ceiling and returning the inside to its original 
vaulted ceiling. With the new insulation and an 
upgrade on the heating front from gas to infra-red, 
along with our new flush fitting solar panel on the 
roof, energy costs should be much reduced. 

2: Planting a copse in Barry's Meadow: 

We have removed the bramble infestation on the south side at the top of 
Barry's Meadow and plan to plant a copse in its place. Just opening up the 
area for access has seen a great improvement to an area much used by 
the village. The project is a co-operation between the Village Trust and the 
Earl of Southampton Trust who own the meadow. 

This is the start of a three year project planting up to 120 native species 
along with a community orchard. 

Donations for the trees themselves have seen tremendous support for the 
project from all groups, organisations and individuals in Titchfield. 

3: The Phone Box: 

In October we held a referendum asking if the village would like the Trust to

We had an entertaining talk by Chris who is a Lecturer in 
Horticulture at Sparsholt College. The meeting was very well 
attended and at the outset we were faced with a bonfire of 
branches and twigs ready for Chris to demonstrate the rights and 
wrongs of pruning. 

His background comes from involvement with the National Trust's Plant 
Heritage, the Chelsea Flower Show - winning 9 Gold medals since 1998 - 
Garden World at Beaulieu and Thompson & Morgan. He also supports 
Maggie's, the home of cancer care. 

Pruning is not dependant on the quantity of wood taken off but the quality 
of the prune. This may be to shape or to promote new growth. He stressed 
that it is important to do the pruning in stages. Often, taking a step back to 
assess the progress and knowing when to stop can be an issue if some of 
the basic rules are not followed. Start with the 'DDDC' principle: D-dead, D-
diseased, D-damaged, C- congested. Then proceed in a clockwise manner 
working round the plant or tree. He stressed a random approach should be 
avoided and the old-fashioned way of keeping the centre of the tree open 
has proved to be no longer relevant.

We had a busy Autumn, beginning with our Autumn Show in early 
September which, despite the dry summer weather, showcased some 
beautiful flowers and produce from our members. Thanks to all those who 
took part and especially to Steve Nash for running the Show. 

At our October meeting we had an excellent talk from Ailia and Tony 
Ashworth about Planting for the Beekeeping Year including tips on planting 
for bees, types of honey and a monthly review of tasks needed to keep the 
bee population alive. In November we were treated to an interactive talk by 
Chris Bird ï see article below. 

We look forward to our Christmas event including Skittles at The Crofton 
Pub on 6th December. I wish you all a happy Christmas and we look 
forward to a full programme of talks and visits for 2023. 

If you are interested in becoming a Member or attending our visits please 
see our monthly Programme - visit www.titchfieldgardeners.club for the 
information as it is regularly updated. 
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With young tree growth, he suggests control by a light summer pruning, 
say from the second week in July dependant on the weather. Then, if you 
want further pruning in winter, wait until the leaves fall off to get a better 
look at the canopy. Do not reduce by more than one third unless you want 
to produce vigorous, bushy growth. 

He then proceeded to go into detail of how to prune. The cut should be 
close above the node, avoiding any die back and not angled as you need 
to minimise the surface area of the wound. An angle of 10 to 20 degrees 
would suffice. Then you need to identify the new wood growth which 
produces next year's leaves and the previous year's growth which 
produces the fruit. Too vigorous a cut will stop any blossom and, in the 
case of fruit trees, the buds spiral in a cycle of 5 if you are trying to direct 
growth. 

Rose bush pruning timings got a specific mention as wind rock can 
cause weakened root systems and the bushes should be cut in half 
by December with a final cut in March. 

Pruning old trees that have not been touched for years was also discussed. 
The temptation to prune all in one go should be avoided as there is the 
danger of vigorous bush-like growth creating water shoots at the end of 
each branch. It was also recommended to keep the main branches at least 
one foot apart. The old method of painting over the cuts to protect the 
branch has also been proven to do more harm than good as the moisture 
build up beneath the paint tends to rot the wood. Also, cavities that 
previously were recommended to be dug out should now be left to fill with 
water.  

A good tip to maximise the flowers and fruit for fruit trees and climbing 
roses is a procedure called festooning. When a long growth of 6-8 feet is 
seen, bend it over and secure. Each bud will produce strong growth and 
abundant blossom the following year. 

Various clippers, sheers, saws with turbo blades and loppers were shown, 
with Felco being the recommended clipper, - expensive but a purchase for 
life.  

Chris finished with a discussion on the various apples that members had 
brought in. If you are particularly fond of a variety growing in your garden 
but are moving house, he suggested the process of re-grafting to take it 
with you to the new garden.  

A visit to Sparsholt College seems to be a good plan 
to continue our education.

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Scruffs: a great new venture

I spent a very interesting time with Tracy and Sarah at Scruffs, the 
grooming parlour for dogs near to Silver Springs Nursery. As it's a very 
long time since I recall taking our rather eccentric small poodle for a trim, 
I wondered how dog grooming had moved on. The answer? A very long 
way! Today's canine friend is in for some serious pampering. 

Tracy and Sarah were friends and colleagues who, facing redundancy, 
decided on a totally new venture. Sarah found it very upsetting that her 
cockapoo, Jess, would shake and really didn't want to go into the 
groomers. She also felt it was very rushed and wasn't a positive 
experience for her. From grooming Jess herself, she realised she 
enjoyed it and wanted to create somewhere where dogs could enjoy 
being groomed in a calm, relaxing atmosphere. Tracy loves animals and 
brought trimming skills from a previous hairdressing career so, together, 
they made an ideal team. Having made the big decision, and undertaking 
extensive training, fate played a hand. Tracy and Sarah visited Silver 
Springs to buy a cabin to use for the proposed business, only to discover 
the former caf® was available. They now have half of that space and 
have transformed it. 

Opening on 1st August, Scruffs already has a regular clientele of 70-80 
dogs. Most come for full grooming while some have a wash and dry, thus 
saving owners being soaked and having to clean up afterwards! 
Recently, teeth-cleaning is becoming popular and we speculated whether 
owners, snuggling up on the sofa with their dog on chilly evenings, 
realise a dental freshen up is needed! There are very real health 
advantages to the treatments because regular grooming prevents skin 
problems and teeth cleaning helps prevent tooth and gum problems so 
owners can save on vets' bills too! 

A key feature at Scruffs is giving dogs time to acclimatise and relax so all 
new customers are offered a free consultation to run through any health 
issues and enable them to get used to the salon. It enables Sarah and 
Tracy to meet them and, just as importantly, for the dogs to meet the 
team so it isn't so daunting for them when they are left for their first 
groom. After consultation, first appointments are three hours long. Tracy 
described a very anxious spaniel whose owner found it hard to brush. 
Lots of play, little walks outside and time to hunt for treats proved just the 

job and this dog now bounds in, looking forward to grooming. 
Lots of gadgets help this process including a 'licky mat' which 
can be spread with something the dog likes to lick and a 
gadget for finding hidden dog treats. For bathing, the bath 
can be lowered so that dogs can step in. This is also a big 
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help for dogs with arthritis. There are a variety of hairdryers, including a 
'human' one for faces and small dogs. Tracy and Sarah try a range of 
approaches such as leaving dryers on while dogs visit so that they can get 
acclimatised to the noise. They can send owners links to recordings of 
noises such as clippers so that dogs won't be upset when they hear them. 

Scruffs has special packages for puppies to gradually introduce 
them to grooming over three sessions, building up to full 
grooming. There are special, different treatments for dogs who 
shed their coats, to help reduce this, and for dogs like German 
Shepherds, with double coats and Tracy and Sarah arrange for 
dogs who live in the same household and get on well to be 
groomed together. To top it all, after their grooming, dogs can have a 
snooze in a lovely, comfy dog bed in their own little space. Now why don't 
hairdressers think of that?! Finally, Scruffs stocks a good range of dog 
treats and toys, including some great Christmas treats such as selection 
boxes and squeaky Santas.

We would like to bring your attention to an especially important building that 
once stood in the very heart of the village. It has been some 50 years since 
it stood derelict behind the Queen's Head and was taken and rebuilt at The 
Weald & Downland Museum. But once again this historic building requires a 
complete overhaul which the museum is at present undertaking. 

The understanding and study of such buildings has come a long way and 
the market hall has so far undergone several surveys with detailed analysis 
of the fabric and design of the building so that going forward this ensures the 
right materials are used which are both traditional and durable and in 
keeping with the heritage of the building. 

The museum is an amazing resource for education and conservation, 
showcasing a whole range of buildings from different times, all which would 
have been lost if not re-erected there.  

The cost of the project is a little over Ã500,000. The museum has raised 
significant amounts to date and has launched The Titchfield Appeal, a public 
appeal that invites you to help conserve Titchfield Market Hall and protect it 
for the next 400 years.

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Just like the risk of insecurities rising in warmer weather, the darker 
evenings bring their own issues, often increasing opportunities for homes 
to be left in darkness during the late afternoon and early mornings whilst 
householders are still at work. 

¶ Use timer switches/smart plugs to switch on lights while you are away 
from home to make it look occupied. We appreciate the cost of living/fuel 
at the moment so choose an energy efficient bulb. 

¶ Ensure you shut and lock windows and doors when you return home and 
settle down for the evening. 

¶ Ensure you have padlocks on the side gates to deny access to the rear of 
the property. 

¶ Ensure your outside lighting is in working order. Consider low level 
ambient light on a dusk to dawn sensor. This will activate even when you 
are not at home. 

¶ After the summer, secure your garden tools and garden equipment in a 
locked and alarmed shed or garage for the winter so that they cannot be 
used to gain entry to your home. 

¶ Property mark belongings with your house number and postcode, keep a 
list of any makes, models and serial numbers. Take photos of jewellery. 
Register your items for free at www.immobilise.com. Using this service 
will assist the police in returning property to the rightful owner should it be 
stolen. 

¶ This is a good time to address your security. Consider fitting extra door 
and window locks. If you are feeling vulnerable or are elderly, ask for a 
free home safety and security survey by the Bobby Trust:  
https://www.bluelamptrust.org.uk/bobby-scheme-landingpage/  

With Christmas fast approaching there is some advice we could give: 

When shopping: 

¶ Make sure your handbag is closed so a pickpocket would find it difficult to 
get into it without you knowing. 

¶ Never leave a bag unattended in a trolley, even if for a couple of seconds. 

¶ Try to keep wallets in an inside pocket and out of sight from a potential 
pickpocket. 

¶ Keep your PIN number confidential. 

¶ When entering your PIN number at a terminal ensure no one can see you 
enter it. 

¶ Try to pay for items on a debit card rather than carrying large amounts of 
cash. If this is not possible keep cash to a minimum.

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¶ Before you leave your car, ensure all windows and doors are closed and 
locked. 

¶ Avoid leaving your purchases and presents in your vehicle. If you must do 
so make sure they are not on display, store them in the boot and make 
sure the car is locked. 

¶ Park your car in a well-lit car park, preferably one that's attended or that 
displays the Park Mark logo. See: https://parkmark.co.uk/ 

¶ Think about the item you are buying someone. Are there any security 
products you could purchase to help them keep it safe? For example, if 
buying a bike think about also giving an accredited D lock. 

At Home: 

¶ Don't leave Christmas presents in view of a window. 

¶ If you are buying or receiving valuable gifts such as bikes, mobiles or 
electrical items register them for free at www.immobilise.com. In doing so 
you will assist the police in returning your property should it be lost or 
stolen. 

¶ Dispose of present packaging carefully as empty boxes left outside can 
advertise that you have goods inside. 

¶ Refrain from keeping large amounts of cash at home. 

¶ A secure home will reduce the chance of a burglary. Make sure windows 
and doors are locked every time you leave the house. 

¶ Avoid leaving tools and ladders lying around that could assist someone to 
get into your home. 

¶ When you go out at night make it look like someone is home. Draw the 
curtains, and leave a light on. You could always put a lamp or radio on a 
timer switch. 

¶ Never allow people into your home unless you are expecting them or 
have made arrangements with the company beforehand. 

¶ Never buy goods and services at the door or give away personal 
information. 

If you are going away: 
¶ Check you have locked all doors, windows and skylights. If you have an 
alarm, ensure it is activated. 

¶ Inform trusted neighbours and ask if they will keep an eye on your 
property for you and collect your post. 

¶ Use timer switches on lamps and radios so it looks as though you are 
home. Signs of occupation help deter intruders. 

¶ Remember to cancel any deliveries such as milk and newspapers. 

¶ Don't mention you are away from your home on social media. Post photos 
of your trip once you get back home. 

If you are out for the evening: 

¶ Plan in advance how you will get home.

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Before you read any further - What percentage of the UK population is 
thought to be vegan? 

It may surprise you that only about 2-3% of the population are thought to 
be vegan, despite the sudden abundance of vegan cuisine in restaurants, 
supermarkets and cookbooks. However, whilst these percentages are 
small, they hide the rate at which veganism is growing. It has been 
estimated that the number of vegans in Great Britain has quadrupled from 
2014 to 2019 and these numbers continue to rise ï together vegans and 
vegetarians are predicted to make up 25% of the UK population by 2025.  

People's reasons for reducing their meat intake are varied. Often it is for 
the perceived health benefits, or concerns over the welfare of the livestock 
whilst it is being farmed. But although there is a lot of discussion as to the 
positive and negative impacts of reducing your meat intake, one thing that 
is for sure is that there are definite environmental benefits. 

Why? 

The drive towards lower cost meat and meat products has led to a huge 
increase in intensive factory-farming, which is not only detrimental to 
animal welfare but also has concentrated environmental impacts. Global 
meat production has expanded to the point where there are approximately 
3 chickens for every human on the planet. Sadly, meat production is also 
very inefficient. Compared with vegetables and grains, farming animals 
requires a lot more water, a lot more land and a lot more energy. Despite 
using 77% of agricultural land globally, only 17% of global caloric 
consumption comes from animals.  

In addition to this, livestock farming is estimated to be responsible for 
between 14.5% and 18% of total global greenhouse gas emissions. How? 

- Livestock such as sheep and cows emit large quantities of methane (a 
potent greenhouse gas) as they digest food 

- Land is being deforested and cleared for either animal grazing or, as in 
the case of the Amazon, in order to grow crops such as soya which are 
then fed to animals. In addition to the destruction of the ecosystem, this 
deforestation emits huge quantities of carbon dioxide, and also reduces 
the amount that can be absorbed by the remaining forest. 

Beef requires 20 times more land and emits 20 times more greenhouse 
gas emissions per gram of edible protein than common plant proteins, such 
as beans.

Meat-free Mondays - exactly how it sounds! Numerous websites are 
available to give advice and recipes for how to lose the meat once a week 
and what to replace it with, including https://meatfreemondays.com/ and 
https://www.mondaycampaigns.org/meatless-monday 

No animal products before dinner - chef Mark Bitman pioneered the 
'Vegan before 6' idea with his cookbook 'Vegan before 6 - Lose Weight and 
Restore Your Health'. The idea is to be plant-based before dinner and aim 
to eat as much fresh, un-processed food as possible during this time, whilst 
then allowing yourself to eat non-vegan after. 

Did you know that Titchfield has a Scottish Country Dance Group? They 
have been dancing for well over thirty years, having been set up by the late 
Dr Hugh Carling MBE and his wife Heather. Many readers will know 
Heather from her wonderful amateur dramatics productions. 

The group has moved venues over the years, 
having started at West Hill Park School and then 
the Community Centre. They now meet in 
Shedfield Reading Room where the panelled hall 
has a beautiful sprung wooden dance floor and 
is the right size, with plenty of parking. 

Dancing is a most enjoyable form of fun and exercise as well as giving 
many health benefits. It can help you lose weight, strengthen and tone your 
body, increase stamina and flexibility, improve balance and posture and 
even help to improve your memory skills. It is suitable for all ages and in 
fact researchers believe that dancing can keep your mind and body healthy 
as you age.

The Diocese of Portsmouth has been linking people with Ukrainian guests 
through their partnership with Citizens UK. This is enabling them to 
implement the governmentôs óHomes for Ukraineô programme locally. 
Through their experience working on other refugee programmes prior to the 
Ukraine crisis, Citizens UK has put together a series of training events and 
meetings to ensure hosts are given lots of information and preparation. 
Details of our scheme are at: https://www.portsmouth.anglican.org/ukraine/  

Some local hosts and their guests have given their impressions of what itôs 
been like. The hosts met through the WhatsApp group we set up to give 
opportunities for support and advice. Their guests are all single women 
whose ages range from 22 to 43. In Ukraine, the youngest was a Masters 
student and the other two were both well-qualified and in professional jobs. 
All of the guests have taken work or volunteering opportunities outside of 
their previous experience so, for example, one is doing factory work while 
another is volunteering in local schools, helping Ukrainian children with their 
lessons. Two are learning English at college, with courses geared to 
different levels. 

Overall the hostsô experiences are positive: 

- ñIôm quite a positive person, so I didnôt overthink or worry too much about 
it. My advice would be that thereôs lots to sort out, but it can wait until the 
person gets here, and then you can work it out. Our guest is inspirational 
and itôs been enrichingò 

- ñItôs a joy to have her here. Weôve gained so much from having her with 
usò 

- ñSheôs like another daughterò 

- ñItôs great to see how far sheôs already come and how much she now 
deals with herselfò 

There are sometimes issues to overcome: 

- ñItôs been enlightening and itôs important to have realistic expectations. 
Sometimes it feels like treading on eggshellsò  

- ñWe realised early on that we had very different food likes and dislikes so 
agreed to cook separately most days. It took a bit of negotiating but now 
works wellò 

- ñIt could have been helpful to have someone contact us to see how things 
were goingò 

- ñWeôve learned that Ukrainian is a very different language from English 
and uses far fewer words so sometimes things can sound rude when 
thatôs not how they were meantò 

óHomes for Ukraineô 
 The Portsmouth Diocesan Scheme 

Maricar Jagger, Diocese of Portsmouth 
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Hosts had varying experiences of the training provided but some found it 
helpful and one commented: 

- ñIt was really valuable and gave us lots to think about. It gave us the idea 
of discussing and establishing óhouse rulesô fairly early oné and all sorts 
of things like knowing there isnôt much recycling in Ukraine!ò 

The role of host is an unusual one described by one as: 

- ñItôs a funny role: not a landlord, not a friend but like bits of them both with 
advocacy thrown in. Itôs not about doing things for the guestsé or only at 
firsté but enabling and empowering them to do things for themselvesò  

And there was certainly a lot to do at first. óTop tipsô included: 

- ñClear your diary for the first two weeks as itôs endless bureaucracy! Our 
favourite word was ótickô as we dealt with it allò 

- ñDonôt assume everyoneôs background will be the same. Some guests will 
have come from wealthy homes and some not. They are all fleeing from 
warò 

The guests, who have had so much to cope with, and regularly hear 
worrying news from family and friends, gave views of their experiences: 

- ñWhat is happening in my country is sad, but everyone I have met here 
has been so friendly and so helpful. My host is such a kind person, and 
she has shown real hospitality by opening up her house to a stranger.ò 

- ñI am really grateful to my sponsors for their help in paperwork, meeting 
new people. They have provided and continue to provide tremendous 
assistance in my volunteering and job search. They showed me new 
places, cities. These are wonderful people - my new family. I can 
definitely say that Great Britain met me kindly and I have a chance to live 
again.ò 

- ñOf course, there was a fear of the unknowné But this feeling left me 
very quickly, as I got to amazing people, open, very sincere and 
generous. People who care about you as your own child, help solve all 
questions and problems. I really like it in England, the people here are 
amazing and everyone wants to help, for which I am infinitely grateful.ò 

To date, 28 families have provided homes for more than 50 adults and 
children through the Diocese of Portsmouth programme. The work is still 
ongoing as the situation in Ukraine continues and thereôs still a long list of 
people seeking safety so Iôm always happy to chat to anyone who is 
interested in becoming a host. If you think this could be you, please contact 
me on refugees@portsmouth.anglican.org or phone 07402093556. The 
scheme is open to people of all faiths and none.

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A couple of years ago, one Good Friday, I came across a performance of 
The Passion of Jesus as a live-stream from Trafalgar Square, London. A 
wonderful outreach in person and through the internet ï I recommend 
looking out for it in 2023 when it will be performed on Good Friday, 7th April, 
at 12 noon and 3:15 pm. Performances are 90 minutes long and it will be 
live-streamed on Facebook. See: http://www.onegoodfriday.com/london/ . 

After that, again on-line, I have followed a couple of series by Havant 
Passion Play ï The Living Advent Calendar and The Road to Easter ï both 
were a series of short monologues expertly produced with assistance from 
James Burke-Dunsmore, an actor and director from Wintershall. Theyôre 
hoping to put on a live performance in Havant Park in August 2023. See: 
https://www.havantpassionplay.org.uk/ . 

This year I managed to get to see The Life of Christ as a live performance at 
Wintershall, Bramley near Guildford. This is described as the greatest story 
of all time, movingly recreated with authentic detail. The play started with 
Maryôs visitation from the angel Gabriel through to Christôs ascension to 
heaven, with the nativity, Christôs ministry, crucifixion and resurrection in 
between. If you need a reminder of the details, check out the Gospel 
according to Luke. 

Over a hundred actors and animals brought the story of Jesus to life in open
-air natural arenas over 3 acts. About 5 hours in duration, it is a full day out. 
The sound quality was superb and even the sheep (mostly) behaved! The 
audience followed the actors around the farmland for the different scenes. 

Wintershall put this production on for one week every June whatever the 
weather. If you go next year, take a blanket to sit on the ground. Chairs are 
allowed but people using chairs are expected to sit at the back. Thereôs 
plenty of shade but donôt forget your picnic and drinks. They also have 
transport to assist those less mobile and there is very well organised free 
parking. 

Their advertising promoted that óThe Life of 
Christ is a passion play not to be missedô and 
Iôm so pleased I didnôt. It was an extraordinary 
production re-telling the well-known story of 
Jesus.

Online abuse, abuse within sporting institutions, by television celebrities, by 
various religious communities, in educational establishments and much 
more has sadly been in our news in recent times. 

Where there are people there is always the potential for abuse. Abuse can 
be anywhere and perpetrated by anyone, very often by someone known to 
the victim or who holds a position of trust. 

St Peterôs Church has a safeguarding team and three of us attended an 
inaugural Diocesan Safeguarding Conference held at Portsmouth Anglican 
Cathedral on 20th September. It was very well attended by delegates from 
across the diocese. The agenda was full with excellent speakers 
presenting on topics such as: Survivor Support by organisations like Safe 
Spaces, Dementia - Responding with dignity and kindness, Modern Slavery 
and Human Trafficking, Unpacking Spiritual Abuse, Online Abuse and The 
Impact of Grooming on Children.  

A very poignant, brave and uplifting speaker was a survivor of abuse. She 
shared with us her painful journey leading to her disclosure and the 
traumatic stages through to recovery before she shared this quote from 
Pavana Reddy writing as Maza-Dohta:  

Healing is an art. It takes time. It takes practice. It takes love. 

Dr Jaki Metcalfe spoke about culture within organisations, their espoused 
beliefs and values and whether these beliefs and values are enacted. 
When safeguarding is embedded into all aspects of an organisationôs 
culture it becomes a safer place as all involved have the same core values 
and are strong voices against negative influences. 

The Church of England is focussed on raising awareness of abuse and 
training is an essential part of this. At St Peterôs we have over 100 
volunteers and all are offered a range of training depending on their roles 
and responsibilities. God calls us to love one another as he has loved us. 
We strive to ensure that love is at the heart of all St Peterôs activities and 
that it remains a place of safety for those who seek our help.

Desmond Mpilo Tutu was a South African Anglican Bishop, a theologian 
and Archbishop of Cape Town. He was a human rights activist and was 
awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1984; only the second black man to 
win it. He died in December 2021. 

Tenzin Gyatso is the 14th Dalai Lama and lives as a refugee in 
Dharamsala to where he escaped from Tibet aged 15 years. He is the 
spiritual leader of the Tibetan people and Tibetan Buddhism. He was 
recognized at the age of two as the reincarnation of his predecessor, the 
Thirteenth Dalai Lama, and removed from his parents to be brought up in 
a monastery. 

Douglas Abrams has worked with many visionaries and is a co-writer with 
Desmond Tutu. 

This is a beautiful book to dip into. It is not a long book, but it should be 
read carefully to consider what you are reading.  

The authors met for a week to celebrate for their special birthdays in 
Dharamsala. They are special friends and clearly had love and respect 
for each other.  

It is about conversations with the religious men approaching the topics 
that interest them with Abrams helping to blend the conversations 
together. They tease and challenge each other on matters of religion, 
national and world affairs, discussing how to be joyful in the face of daily 
troubles and national and international disasters. 

They want to convey their wisdom but also humanity; what is happiness 
and how to preserve equanimity in personal suffering. Receiving love 
makes even exile bearable. One of the chapters was óNothing beautiful 
comes without sufferingô. 

They discuss the eight pillars of joy; four pillars of the mind and four of 
the heart. They mix neuroscience and emotional research as well as their 
respective understanding of their own religious beliefs. 

Itôs a book well worth reading in this time of misery and world disasters. It 
offers a perspective as to how to view life from other peopleôs point of 
view and to be grateful for the support and love you have available to 
yourself.
