Feasting and Fasting

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February can seem a doldrums of a month, coming after the
fun and games of Christmas and New Year. It is often wet and
chilly and, although the days are drawing out, many people feel
low and it is not our favourite month. March fares better —
spring on the way!

Having said that, these are the months of snowdrops, brave little flowers
pushing up through cold ground into weak sunlight, full of hope for spring to
come. It gets noticeably lighter in the morning and the late afternoon. For
most of us, life resumes its usual pattern of work and leisure.

February has St Valentine's Day, a light-hearted celebration of love and
marriage. On 21% February we have the fun of Pancake Day, rich with
traditional activities around delicious food — races, competitions - and eating!
Pancake Day is properly called Shrove Tuesday, when traditionally all the
perishable food left after the winter months was eaten up before the fasting
of Lent began on Ash Wednesday - 22™ this year. It marks the move in the
Church year from the celebration of Christ's birth to the preparation to revisit
the story of his death and resurrection at Easter and its glorious
consequences.

Lent is a bit like February and March; in the Church it is a time of subdued
life, no feasting, and lots of reflecting and self examination... But also it is a
time full of signs of hope and coming joy. We can see it in the pattern of
readings in Sunday services - the stories of Jesus' life and ministry and in
Lent Groups which meet to focus on our spiritual understanding and
worship. We can feel it in the release of the Mothering Sunday feast on the
19™ March which marks the half-way point of Lent — and in the preparation
for the Easter festival in churches, schools, shops, travel agencies...!

We all know now how the story which began at Christmas ends — in a new
beginning for the world. Here we are a couple of thousand years later still
marking the key events of Jesus' life by feasts and fasts in our own lives —
even those who don't have a particular defined faith share in the
celebrations of Christmas and the new life and hope that Easter brings.

This year has begun on a stressful note for many people, facing financial
hardship because of the recession. However, as our yearly cycle of feasts
and fasts reminds us, there is always hope. Maybe because we can't afford
to feast all the time, we can rediscover the simpler pleasures of life that were
so familiar to our ancestors and more consciously experience the contrasts
that the year provides, so richly represented in the Church year. We could
save each earthly feast for its own special day, knowing that the spiritual
feast God gave us in Jesus Christ is always ours, until the end of all time.

St Peter's Church - Vacancy Update

Churchwardens at St Peters Titchfield

St Peter's Church has been without a vicar for over two years and, thanks
to the great support we get from our retired priests and the congregation,
the Church continues to grow and celebrate Christ's mission in the parish.
Normally a church would be in vacancy for around a year but, due to
Covid, everything has been delayed. Naturally the lockdowns have had an
impact on the process but also, due to reduced giving during that time, the
wider Church has had to review how to manage on a smaller budget than
before. As clergy salaries are the biggest proportion of spending for the
Church, who is appointed and where, along with how much we can afford,
is driving what happens next.

Bishop Jonathan has been looking at how to use a smaller team of priests
in the most effective way and has created a plan that allows appointments
to be made. The plan for St Peter's is that we would have a 'House for
Duty' priest. The priest would live in the vicarage but would not receive a
salary. They will work two days a week in the parish and lead the worship
on Sundays. As you can imagine this will mean the priest will need support
from the congregation in order to take the Church forward. The Parochial
Church Council has agreed this is the best option for us at this point, so we
will be advertising the post in the next few months and so God willing
someone will come forward to offer their ministry to the parish.

This is a significant change for us as a church so your support and prayers
are valued

Happy New Year from everyone at Titchfield Primary School! We have had
a lovely Christmas break and are now back in the swing of things for the
new term! Our science-based projects for this half term are 'Materials and
their Properties' and 'Habitats'.

Year 2 children will receive an email from Marwell Zoo asking for
further information on the animals that they have at the Zoo for an
upcoming visit from a group of year 11 pupils. They will be
identifying and comparing a range of animals, putting them into
certain groups including reptiles, birds and fish, as well as identifying
. characteristics and preferences of certain animals. For example,

Titchfield Bonfire Boys
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Hope in Hopelessness
Chris Wickland - Senior Pastor
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Last year | was taking a walk up a hill with my wife in the Hamble area. All
was well and life was good. Two minutes later | was dead (again) from
another fatal cardiac arrest. After 20 minutes of constant CPR my heart
eventually started to beat again. | was then rushed to hospital with hypoxia
and a very poorly heart.

When | regained consciousness in the hospital | was not in a good way. My
heart was jumping around erratically from 60 to 200 bpm. Just the slightest
stressful event would send my heart reeling into another potential cardiac
arrest. This time | knew my heart was literally broken and if it wasn't fixed |
would be dead within weeks.

Because of all this trauma | was mentally in bad form. | was depressed,
anxious and felt utterly hopeless for the first time in my entire life as a
Christian. Where was God in all of this? Why did He allow this to happen?
Had | not served Him faithfully in ministry as a church leader for the last
eleven years?

| felt the dark chains of death wrapping themselves around me and a sense
of inevitable doom taking a hold. Yet in that valley of the shadow of death,
despite my complete sense of abandonment by the God | love, | called out
to Him to help me.

Psalm 102:1 'Hear my prayer, O Lord! And let my cry for help come to you.'

In the hospital my heart went into a tailspin. | went into the beginnings of
another cardiac arrest. | had two shocks to the heart to get my heart back
into sinus rhythm. As the nurses came scrambling into the room | shouted at
them to pray for me as the third shock came. Suddenly the episode ended
and my heart resumed to a nice low rhythm. One of the doctors outside my
room saw the mess | was in and first hand witnessed my situation. The very
next day he sent me to Brighton Hospital where | had an ablation on my
heart by one of the leading experts in the country.

After my prayer of desperation, two weeks later | was well enough to go
home. My heart had been fixed via the ablation and | knew that God had
heard my prayers.

God never promised us that we would never have dark days, but He did
promise that He would never fail or forsake us (Hebrews 13:5). If we call out
to Him in our hopelessness He will save all who call upon His Name. (Acts
2:21).

Sometimes we have to walk through that valley of the shadow of death but
take comfort in this, you don't need to walk that valley alone.

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Most readers will know that, sadly, Hampshire County Council took the
decision on 8" December to close the Titchfield Haven visitor centre on
23" December. That decision was despite the universal opposition
expressed through the petition and nearly 3000 emails and letters to HCC.
A sad day for democracy, some of us feel!

A number of regular users of the visitor centre made their farewells to the
25 staff being made redundant on 23™ December but our firm intention is
that it is au revoir, not adieu.

Work is now underway preparing bids, with Hampshire & loW Wildlife Trust
(HIWWT), to take over both the nature reserve and the visitor centre. The
local interest continues to be represented by Hill Head Residents'
Association (HHRA) but the bid to establish a new charity - Titchfield
Haven Community Hub - is now with the Charity Commission and, once
established, that new charity will take over the baton from HHRA. We don't
yet know what the 'operating model' will be but, by the time Titchfield News
is published, the first meetings with both HCC and HIWWT will have
happened and business planning will be seriously underway. We have until
mid-June to deliver the goods.

Ever since the Covid pandemic forced the closure of the Day Rooms at 24
The Square, the Earl of Southampton Trust has been discussing and
consulting on its future use. Prior to their closure it was costing the Trust
almost £20,000 a year to run. The rooms themselves are extremely small,
consisting of a sitting area, toilets and kitchen. As part of the consultation
we contacted the Charity Commission, under whose regulations we work,
for their reaction to the question: What if we closed them? They replied with
another question: What else could you do to support elderly people within
your area?

We have spent the last 6 months addressing this issue. During that time a
number of issues were taken into account:

a: The size of the property

b: The current cost of living crisis

c: The number of people we might be able to help

d: How to encompass the area we cover - The whole of the 'ancient
parish' of Titchfield. Pease view our website for details
www.eost.org.uk

e: The lack of one bedroomed accommodation in the area with easy
access to facilities

Taking these headings into account we discovered that a number of
communities within our area had also begun addressing the cost of living
crisis issue by setting up lunch clubs and warm spaces. In Titchfield itself
the very popular lunch club at the Community Centre had just celebrated its
50th anniversary and others in Lee on Solent, Warsash and Locks Heath
were just starting out. In total, trustees visited 10 projects and we have, to
date, donated almost £10,000 to them in one off grants. We will continue to
support similar groups whenever they approach us.

We now felt we could answer the question the Charity Commission had put
to us. We were in fact helping over 200 people a week compared to the 20
or so at the Day Rooms and at a reduced cost. In fact we think that, in
future, we will be able to donate to more organisations over a wider area
and reach even more residents by releasing funds previously tied up in
running the Day Rooms.

This still left the question of the Day Rooms. Along with the property
described above the Trust has a small office at the rear of the building. We
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wondered whether it would be possible to incorporate this and turn 24 The
Square into a one bedroomed ground floor flat that met Alimshouse
regulations. We commissioned a surveyor with expertise in this area and
the result was a definite "Yes" so we are currently in the lengthy process of
following this through. The building is listed and, of course, in the middle of
the conservation area so we don't expect to begin work just yet. We did
open the Day Room issue for consultation so that everyone could make a
contribution but the response was somewhat disappointing. We are,
however, confident that the outcome of our own deliberations has resulted
in many more people being supported in far more practical ways.

The last talk of the year turned out to be a Christmas cracker. Our friendly
Beefeater .... came once again to entertain us with more of his many
stories. There he stood in all his glory dressed in his splendid Yeoman
uniform and stated..."This is all about the Sex Life of the Monarchs of
England!!", Well that made everyone sit up and listen.

He took us back to Godwine of Wessex, father of King Harold of Hastings
fame. He then progressed through each era. As was the norm many of the
kings' children were illegitimate and had no claim to the throne. Many had
no issue and therefore the crown passed to their siblings. It was a
dangerous time to be a monarch without an heir. The Tudors had their
share of affairs and infant deaths and few heirs to the throne remained.
The Stuarts seemed to fare better, especially after the Reformation, with
Charles 1l making sure he enjoyed life and women. We then reached poor
Queen Anne who had 16 children all of whom died. Such was the plight of
many monarchs.

Queen Victoria, as we know, had a great love affair with Albert and bore
many children, although their son and heir was a great disappointment to
them. Edward the Prince of Wales was a philanderer, gambler and drinker
and nearly brought the crown into disrepute. One of his mistresses claimed
in court she had been intimate with the Prince. She was quickly declared
insane and sent to a mental institution for the rest of her life. One
interesting fact about asylums was that they were situated out of sight of
towns with their driveways bending round so that they could not be seen
from the road, hence the term 'going round the bend'.

One family name cropped up throughout many reigns - the Cavendish
family. It turns out that three former and present wives of our Royal family
are descendants of this family: the late Diana, Princess of Wales, Sarah
Ferguson, Duchess of York and, indeed, Camilla, the Queen Consort.

Tlps on Sustainable Gardening

February brings a little more light and hopefully a little more warmth! If
thoughts are turning to the garden, here are some ways to make your
garden slightly more sustainable and welcoming to wildlife.

Make the change to peat-free compost!

Peat is beloved by gardeners due to it having a number of properties that
make it good for plant growth. It is found in up to 90% of the pre-mixed soils
and composts that you can buy in shops. However, it is actually just drained
marsh soil that has been dug-up and sold.

Peatlands are estimated to cover only around 3% of the earth's surface
but are assessed as storing twice as much soil carbon as all of the
world's forests. Whilst this store lies undisturbed this is good news for
keeping carbon out of the atmosphere but, when peatlands dry out or
when peat is extracted for horticulture, the carbon is released and
therefore contributes further to global warming and climate change. It is
estimated that damaged peatlands are responsible for almost 5% of
annual global carbon emissions.
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In addition to this, peat takes an incredibly long time to form — about 1000
years per m depth of peat. By removing it from peatland ecosystems it does
irreparable damage and destroys the habitat of numerous moorland species
that are often already endangered.

As a result, the UK government is taking steps to ban the sale of compost
containing peat by 2024. However, there is no reason why you can't get a
head-start on this and take action sooner — simply ensure that you look for
compost already on sale that is clearly marked 'peat-free'.

Cut down on your cutting!

There are a number of threats to our native wildflower habitats and our local
pollinators in the UK, including from the changing climate, industrial
agriculture, chemical use and habitat loss from urbanisation. A recent study
found that there has been a decline of 60% in the flying insect population in
the UK in the past 20 years. Give over a space in your garden as
somewhere for insects to feed and breed and help take a step towards
strengthening pollinator populations whilst also supporting other forms of
wildlife.

If you have lawn/grass in your garden, the easiest way to introduce
wildflowers and therefore biodiversity into your garden is to simply stop
mowing! 'No Mow May' is one campaign that has grown in popularity in
recent years, to the benefit of insect populations.

And the good news is, if you're not ready to stop mowing altogether, a
second-best stop would be by using a 'Mowhican' style lawn effect - cutting
a pattern into your lawn and leaving some patches un-mowed and wild. This
approach gives 'short-grass' species like daisies enough space to flower
while also creating habitat for nectar-rich species that thrive in longer, un-
mowed grass.

Other tips for a kinder spring garden:

eFebruary is arguably the most important month to continue feeding
wild birds, as there is very little natural food to be found and birds
are weak after a long winter

oIn case of snowfall, you can help ground feeders such as blackbirds and
starlings by clearing a patch and allowing them to hunt for insects in the
lawn

eAvoid turning the compost heap until April, as frogs, small mammals and
insects might be nesting within

«Clean out nest boxes to make way for prospecting birds, which usually start
looking for places to raise their young in mid-February

«Should stinging nettles start to sprout in your garden in spring, try to leave a
few -especially if they are in an area where they can't be brushed against! —
they are a favourite food type for the caterpillars of several big and beautiful
UK butterflies including the Comma, Peacock and N\ )

This all too plausible scam involves criminals pretending to be a
family member and starting their message with "Hello Mum" or
o= "Hello Dad". It is widespread and, by June last year, had been 6th - 11th Feb 2023

reported to Action Fraud 1,235 times.

The message states that the son or daughter has a new mobile number or is
having to use a friend's phone as their phone has been lost or damaged or
their battery has run out. They then ask for money to purchase a new phone
or say they need money urgently to pay a bill and give bank details for
payment. Criminals sometimes make multiple attempts at this.

Detective Chief Inspector Craig Mullish, from the City of London Police,
says, "If you receive a message like this from a friend or family member,
don't send any money until you've had a chance to call them and confirm
their identity. Taking a moment to stop and think before parting with your
money or information could keep you safe."

Action Fraud advises that the public follow this advice to keep themselves
safe from fraud:

o Stop: Taking a moment to stop and think before parting with your money or
information could keep you safe

e Challenge: Could it be fake? It's okay to reject, refuse or ignore any
requests. Only criminals will try to rush or panic you

¢ Protect: If you think you've been a victim of fraud, contact your bank
immediately and report it to Action Fraud online at actionfraud.police.uk or
by calling 0300 123 2040.
