Greetings to all óSave Our Haven Centreô supporters in Titchfield.  We are 
pleased to let you know that Titchfield Haven Community Hubôs (THCH) 
business plan for the acquisition of Haven House and its operation as a 
community hub, cafe and holiday flats was submitted to Hampshire County 
Council (HCC) on 13 June. A copy of the Business Plan is on the Latest 
News section of our website at www.thcommunityhub.org.uk - do take a 
look. It represents countless hours of work and we hope you will see many 
of your suggestions and comments reflected in it. 

Important Update   

Sadly, we now have to let our Titchfield friends know that on 21 July 
Hampshire County Council (HCC) published the report for two meetings on 
31 July which summarily dismissed both Titchfield Haven Community 
Hubôs (THCH) proposals for Haven House and Hampshire & IoW Wildlife 
Trustôs (HIWWT) proposals for the nature reserve. The meetings on 31 July 
are the Scrutiny Committee in the morning and then the Executive 
Members Decision Day in the afternoon, when two councillors ï Nick 
Adams-King and Russell Oppenheimer ï will make the decision. 

At the time of writing this (23 July) we are fighting on all fronts and our 
critique of their report is on our website www.thcommunityhub.org.uk -
Latest News. We are also involving the local media. HCCôs analysis of our 
business plan is highly questionable, with many flawed assumptions and 
their dismissal of HIWWTôs imaginative strategic approach to the 
management of the Haven is short sighted. Both THCH and HIWWT are 
appalled that at no point since the business plans were submitted on 13 
June have HCC invited us to meet, make a presentation or discuss the 
plans with them. We are asking HCC to withdraw the report from the 31 
July meetings and spend time with us, working towards a solution which we 
genuinely believe can benefit all parties. 

Before the bombshell on 21 July, I had hoped to bring readers the 
promising news of our business plan for the acquisition of Haven House 
and its operation as a community hub, cafe and holiday flats having been 
submitted. We also had the additional excellent news on 30 June that the 
bid we made to the Community Ownership Fund run by the Department of 
Levelling Up, Housing & Communities had been approved in full: Ã155,549 
capital and Ã30,428 revenue. This is a significant and very welcome 
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contribution to our overall assessment of Ã344,000 capital which we shall 
need, and the 'start up' revenue costs. Regrettably, it seems HCC does not 
share central governmentôs enthusiasm for our plans. 

By the time you read this, we will know the outcome of the 31 July 
meetings. The Facebook page Save Our Haven Centre! and the THCH 
website www.thcommunityhub.org.uk will have any updates.

Many interesting places and facts were gleaned by members of the 
Titchfield Gardeners' Club, encouraging them all to pay more visits to the 
New Forest when Mr Gerald Ponting, a resident and authority on the area 
was the guest speaker at May's meeting. He presented a thoroughly 
enjoyable talk and many members were surprised at how much more there 
is to be seen so close to home. Undoubtedly diaries are filling up with 
planned days out for the rest of the year. 

The area was quite comprehensively populated during the 
Bronze Age, evident by the 300 known barrows, or burial 
mounds and also hill-forts in The Forest. When the Romans 
settled in the area, it became a pottery production area and 
there is now a recognised distinctive "New Forest Ware" type. 

Little is known of the Saxon period but then William the Conqueror came 
along in 1066 and a few years later, ordered a hunting reserve. Domesday 
Book records it as "Nova Foresta" and within it were harsh laws mainly to do 
with the King's deer. No fences were allowed to be erected and hence the 
locals were allowed to graze their ponies, cattle and pigs on open land, a 
right that still exists to this day. 

Shipbuilding became a very important issue in the medieval period and 
timber production in The Forest became paramount. Mighty oaks were 
needed for the British battleships. This resulted in a Parliamentary Act for 
the preservation of the trees and the fencing of enclosures was granted. 
(6000 acres at any one time) 

King James II was the last king to ever hunt in The Forest. Deer continued 
to be a hindrance to young trees and by 1851 the "Deer Removal Act" was 
introduced. A much lesser amount is tolerated today. 

Probably considered as a large village, Lyndhurst is very much regarded as 
the "Capital of The New Forest", particularly because it was in the hands of 
the King during Domesday and also because it is the location of the 
Verderer's court ï a place where hearings are heard in respect of 
commoners' rights. The New Forest Centre, the museum, St Michael and All 
Angels Church and Queen's House are all interesting places to visit in 
Lyndhurst. 

Minstead is probably a Mecca for Sherlock Holmes fans, for it is here in All 
Saints' Church that Sir Arthur Conan Doyle is buried. Furzey Gardens is also 
here and is a "must see" attraction for all gardeners. 

For those that like a touch of mysticism, perhaps a trip to Burley is the order 
of the day. Don't forget to pay a visit to the "Coven of Witches" witch

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museum, although doing so before or after visiting the premises of "New 
Forest Cider" is very much down to your own discretion! 

Owned now by English Heritage, Calshot Castle calls for a visit. Built on 
the orders of Henry VIII who was concerned by the prospect of French 
invasion, used stone from the demolished Beaulieu Abbey in its 
construction. 

Mention was made of Eyeworth Pond, a peaceful, tranquil spot and very 
natural looking, however this pond was actually manmade by damming a 
stream in the 1880's to provide power for a gunpowder factory. 

The list goes on of interesting places to visit, too many to recount here. 
Gerald Ponting has written several books about the area, some wildlife 
specific to the New Forest, also a comprehensive visitors guide which is 
worth seeking out if you plan to spend more time in The Forest, and why 
not when it is just on our doorstep.

It was a perfect day at The Weald & Downland Museum, 
Singleton for the History Society, who were not 
expecting to see The Titchfield Market Hall in all its 
original glory.

The History Society say a big thankyou to the staff at the museum for 
making us feel part of it. A donation from fundraising was made to the 
Museum for the continuing upkeep of our historic building.

Summer Outing 
Marilyn Wilton-Smith 
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In June a lecture was given at Titchfield Community Centre by Antiques 
Roadshow expert Mark Hill.  

Mark is an author, publisher, TV presenter, and the 
leading specialist dealer in postwar Czechoslovakian 
glass. He has published over 12 books on specialist 
subjects on 20th century design and decorative arts. He 
has lectured across the world, including at the V&A in 
London, and contributed to many newspapers, magazines, 
radio, and TV programmes amongst other things. A 
miscellaneous expert on the Antiques Roadshow since 
2007 Mark gave us an enthusiastic lecture on "SELFIES, 
SELF-EXPRESSION, CELEBRITY AND THE VICTORIAN CARTE DE 
VISITE". 

It was a highly visual and relevant lecture which looked at the rise and fall 
of the fashion, how these cards were used, and ways of dating cards from 
clothing and hairstyles. Mark explained the hidden meanings behind the 
poses, facial expressions, backgrounds, and choice of clothes, revealing 
the fascinating histories behind these cards that were used by everyone 
from royalty to the man in the street. 

Did you know that from the late 1850s to the mid-1870s this new craze 
gripped the world? These small photographic portraits mounted on card 
were shot professionally in studios and handed out like business or 
greetings cards ï just like we share 'selfies' on today's social media. Across 
nearly two decades, over 400 million cards were estimated to have been 
printed and shared with friends, family, and fans. We think we invented the 
'selfie', but we didn't ï welcome to the Victorian 'carte de visite'.  

This was a fascinating insight into the old albums often found at boot sales 
and antiques markets. Do you have an old album in the attic? As explained 
by Mark some individual photographs are worth 25 pence while others can 
reach Ã50 or more. 

The Arts Society Solent enjoy 11 lectures a year, given by accredited 
speakers at Titchfield Community Centre and membership is open to 
everyone. There is currently no waiting list. Membership is only Ã53 for the 
year.

Update on the Day Rooms 
Tracey Kenney - Clerk to the Trust 

The Earl of Southampton Trust owns 19 Almshouses in Titchfield village 
and lets them out at what is called a 'sociable rent' to deserving occupants. 
Sometimes these are families but more often, because of the size of the 
property, they are allocated to single people. We last added to our property 
portfolio in 2012 but are about to add 2 further units in the year ahead. 

We spent last year seeking comments and suggestions 
regarding the Day Rooms at 24 The Square. After much 
discussion among the trustees, we have begun the process 
of turning the day rooms into a ground floor single bedroom 
flat. The building is grade 2 listed and consultations with 
architects and the Fareham Borough Council Conservation 
Officer over the last 6 months have now been completed. 
We are hoping that building work will soon get underway. 

The other property we are hoping to create is a 'new build' adjoining one of 
the houses we own on Lower Bellfield which would be suitable for a family. 
This project is very much in the early stages but with a following wind we 
hope to complete sometime next year. 

As with all our properties we will advertise availability both on our website: 
eost.org.uk and with notices throughout the village and what is called, in 
our constitution, 'The Ancient Parish of Titchfield': Sarisbury and Whiteley. 
Titchfield, Locks Heath, Warsash, Stubbington and Lee on the Solent  

As well as our Almshouses we also allocate funds to those in need. This 
can range from individuals to community groups. Last year over Ã17,000 
was allocated to people and projects in our area. 

The expansion of the number of houses the Trust is able to let will continue 
to further our vision of creating a community that is open for all, well 
housed, respected and cared for, happy, healthy and living fulfilled lives in 
a sustainable, safe & supported environment. 
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The village Coronation event in May was a huge success, with visitor 
numbers exceeding our wildest expectations. The event was able to cover 
its costs and even managed to raise money, which has been re-distributed 
to good causes within the village.  

The small parade reminded many of the good old days of the carnival. The 
tug-of-war competition was vigorously contested and the dog show brought 
a family atmosphere to the field, although picnic etiquette of some of the 
dogs was not observed... 

Keeping up the momentum of enthusiasm we are looking to plan another 
'village fun day' for 2024, but this can only happen with the support of key 
volunteers. Our initial plan is to include many of the entertainments, 
participants and stalls we welcomed this year with a few more exciting 
additions. Please be under no illusion, if we don't have the support we 
cannot go ahead with our plans. 

We would like to invite you to a meeting in the Titchfield Village Hall, 
on 14th August at 7pm to hear your ideas, thoughts, and suggestions. 

The next event will need a larger body of volunteers to make it a success. 
We will need more people for a variety of roles e.g.:

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A Dentist in Titchfield 
An interview with Sadie Robinson

Sadie very kindly agreed to be interviewed as I 
was interested to know what life was like as a 
village dentist. Margaret Thompson. 

When did you decide you wanted to be a dentist? 
She had wanted to be a dentist from the age of nine years. Her father had 
been pleased as she had a plan. Unfortunately, her A levels grades were 
not sufficient to apply for Dentistry at that point. When she left school, she 
worked in a pharmaceutical lab. They sponsored her to do an HNC in 
applied biology at Brighton college then a degree with the Open University.  
When she was 26, she decided to enroll in dentistry at Guys. For the first 
year after her degree, she did hospital jobs including posts in radiology, oral 
surgery and oral medicine which she felt has helped her when she had a 
tricky diagnosis. She then left to take up posts as a foundation dentist in 
general practice in Cosham, then as a general dentist in Chichester, 
Gosport, and Emsworth.  

She was looking for a country practice and had met Amanda Ridley. She 
went to visit Amanda's practice in Titchfield to get some ideas about setting 
up a single-handed practice. Amanda said she was selling her practice and 
so the rest is history!  

How do you stay so cheerful especially when patients are fidgeting or 
worse? 
She says she tries to keep calm and empathetic and chooses nurses who 
behave the same way. 

How do you cope with anxious patients? 
Many patients are anxious about going to the dentist, I mentioned that 
being so old I had fillings filled with an old-fashioned drill and no 
anaesthesia. I am still anxious about going to the dentist! 

Sadie agreed that many people are worried about coming to the dentist for 
lots of different reasons, for example unexpected pain. She makes sure that 
patients know what is going to happen and that they can stop her if they are 
worried or in pain. 

She puts injections in slowly as this is less painful. 

Sadie encourages children to be brought to the surgery with their parents 
so they can get used to what happens. They play with the mirrors and a doll 
or a teddy with teeth.  

Do you have any funny and /or sad stories that you can share? 
Sadie told this little 7-year-old girl that she was going to put her tooth to 
sleep. The filling went well. Sadie then noticed that the girl had fallen 
asleep! The power of suggestion! It has never worked for me unfortunately!  
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What do you most enjoy about your work? 
Sorting out tooth pain. Reconstruction of teeth so that a 
person is happy with the result.  

Finishing a longer treatment with a good result. 

How did you manage through Covid? 
It was difficult, like everyone we had to close the 
practice. We didn't know when we would be able to 
open again. There is only so much cleaning and 
painting we could do! We did some consulting on the 
phone. Eventually emergency dental centres opened. 

It took a while to be allowed to go back to normal practice. At first, we were 
not allowed to use the fast drills. 

Your husband worked with you for a while as a dental nurse. What 
was that like? 
Her husband worked as a pilot for Flybe which folded. He covered for Sadie 
one day answering the phone, when her nurse was not available. He 
enjoyed it and decided to stay and work in the practice. Sadie trained him 
and he started online training for the theory.  

I said that my husband had worked for me for a while helping with research 
data, and we had to do some negotiation for example who would make the 
coffee! 

Sadie said they got on well and she was surprised that he was willing to do 
things her way. He did say that he had more respect for how hard she 
worked and he became even more supportive. He agreed to move to 
Stubbington as the commute would be shorter. Flying has opened up again 
and her husband has started flying once more. Although he is happy to be 
flying, he is away from home for four or five days at a time which they are all 
less happy about. 

Thank you, Sadie for allowing me an inside view of a village dentist.

Arts and crafts, pool, cookery and active games in the Scout room figure on 
a regular basis, together with a programme of individual events.  

Sadly, the older group remains closed due to lack of funds, although we did 
open once a month, from April to June, in order to retain the identity of the 
group. We are seeking funding from other sources, and still hope to reopen 
later in the year.

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My husband is a member of Hedge End Rotary and recently they had a 
speaker at their breakfast meeting. Martin Webster is a volunteer 
ambassador for ShelterBox. He gave an inspiring and enthusing talk. 

ShelterBox was an idea initiated by the Rotary Club in Helston, Cornwall in 
2000 because of watching the news of natural disasters around the world. 
The 40 members originally decided to respond to disasters such as 
earthquakes and floods by providing shelter and aid as quickly as possible. 
When it was originally set up they aimed to help between 10 and 15 families.  

In 2012 the Rotary became an official partner within disaster relief. Through 
their clubs they work with fundraising teams in 15 countries. ShelterBox has 
grown to be a respected humanitarian organisation working to support over 2 
million people. 

 The Rotary mantra is that  "no one should be without shelter, essential 
items and technical assistance". 

Martin engaged us in thinking about what a Shelter Box might contain. We 
were surprised at the nature and value of some items, for example a new 
water purification system, a Rotarian invention called the Grifaid. This is able 
to clean 200,000 litres of dirty water and is considerably more effective and 

less expensive to purchase than the previous filter 
system. Other vital emergency items contained in a 
Shelter Box might be tents, blankets, mosquito nets 
(which can also be used as fishing nets), tools, tarpaulin 
and solar lighting. These are just a few of the items. The 
contents of course depend on the type of emergency.  

ShelterBox works alongside the disaster committee in the country of the 
disaster discussing with them how best to respond to the emergency. 
Working with partners such as "Water Aid" and M®decins Sans Fronti¯res 
leads to an effective and fast rescue effort. Shelter Boxes and Shelter Kits 
can be adapted as necessary. The disaster committee will suggest what their 
country needs such as tools for building, spades, seeds or plants to grow 
food. Sometimes a community needs money to buy in labourers, or for 
building materials or animals. Money is then made available according to 
need and receipts are required before the next instalment is given. The 
system of providing cash also helps the local economy. 

Some examples of help that has been given:  

¶ Stoves and wood for families in Ukraine to help cope with the winter;  

¶ Supplying aid in the form of emergency shelters, hygiene kits and 
mattresses to Pakistan, Somalia and Ethiopia due to earthquakes, flooding 
and drought.  

¶ Personnel and money are also provided to set up training courses to 
understand the ShelterBox concept.

Recently I was invited to write an article for the Titchfield News about my 
experience of belonging to St Peter's Titchfield.  

Here is a little history to set the scene. After a long career as a Royal 
Marine, during which time I saw the world, I became a senior financial 
adviser. I finally retired in 2002 to spend the last years of my life with my 
wife of many years.  

In 2015 I had significant surgery which led to me to becoming disabled and 
then in 2017 I lost my beloved wife, best friend and soulmate. We had 
enjoyed 48 years together.  

At that time St Peter's came into my thoughts, so one Sunday I 
went to the church to see what was going on. I was met by so 
many friendly people that although I was grieving for my wife, 
the kindness I was given was a real joy to me. At the end of the 
morning service I often felt very emotional but I tried hard not to 
show it.  

The Sunday service is a Eucharist and as time passed my one regret was 
that I was not confirmed. After careful thought I spoke to the Reverend 
Susan Allman and I was later confirmed in Portsmouth Cathedral. I feel that 
I am now a fully-fledged member of my faith. 

My church, St Peter's, is the oldest church in Hampshire and when I look 
around, I am amazed at the beautiful stained glass windows and ancient 
architecture dating back to the Saxons. The Wriothesley family, who as the 
Earls of Southampton served the English monarchy in the 16th and 17th 
century, are buried within the church.  

I sometimes think that people who would like to go to church are afraid that 
they will not understand the service and are reluctant to find out. However, 
nowadays the service is in straightforward language on a large screen so 
that everyone can follow what is happening and join in if they wish to. 

So if you feel you would like to go to church one Sunday or even during the 
week, you will be warmly welcomed and there is always a cup of coffee 
afterwards and people to talk too. Try St Peter's. You will not be 
disappointed and you might agree with me that it is a joy to worship God 
there.

On the second Sunday of a 14 day voyage on a cruise ship, the ship's 
captain held an interdenominational church service in the large theatre 
which had a ground floor and balcony.

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This article has been written to inspire someone to take over as the new 
editor of the Titchfield News. 

No one seems to know how long the magazine has been in existence. 
Marilyn Wilton-Smith of the History Society said she thought it started 
originally in collaboration with surrounding villages and the society has 
copies of the magazine known then as the 'Titchfield Tatler'. We believe 
that Graham Pace was an editor for some time. The magazine changed its 
name at some point and became the Titchfield Parish Magazine. It was led 
by the Reverend Tom Pemberton with John Porter and Peter Usher playing 
a role on the committee that compiled the magazine. In 1997 Brian Patten 
became the very able editor for the next 23 years.  

Karen Postle took over from Brian in April 2020, expanding the magazine to 
include articles from the community, book reviews, personal accounts and 
topical issues. During the time of Karen's editorship, we reported on the 
Queen's Jubilee, her funeral and since then the Coronation of King Charles. 
The magazine had full page spreads with colour photographs for each 
event. Karen worked right up to the publication of the April edition 2023 and 
left clear systems for her successor. 

How it works. When Karen took over, she set up a committee with herself 
as editor, an assistant editor Margaret Thompson, the organiser of 
distributors Gerry Pontefract, who organises the volunteers who deliver the 
magazine every other month over the district, a lead for advertising who is 
Tony Postle, and Karen Rizzi who does an amazing job setting out the 
magazine, finding space for all the articles, and who has carried on despite 
moving to Scotland! Anna Sketchley stepped in temporarily when Karen 
sadly died but she has made it clear that she is unable to continue in 2024.  

I hope you can see from this article that it is a thriving magazine and it would 
be a great shame if it were not to continue. We do need to find a 
permanent editor. In the past the editor had to be a member of St Peter's 
Church but this is no longer necessary. 

The committee are supportive and work hard. It is not a stand-alone job.

Another time we took the 
mini across Europe to Rome, Venice and the Italian Lakes living on pasta 
and red peppers, in a somewhat larger tent by now! 

In 1970 we bought a house in Nailsea and it was there that Elizabeth 
developed her love of gardening. Life wasn't always a bed of roses. I went 
on holiday for a week and came home to a new fridge/freezer and baked 
beans for the rest of the month! Our church life at that time revolved around 
Christchurch Clifton.  

1976-1977 saw great changes in our lives as I met and married Terry and 
Elizabeth moved to Whiteshill, Stroud to pursue her career. We continued to 
meet frequently and enjoy holidays together. Following Terry's retirement, 
we moved to Stubbington and soon after that Elizabeth retired and it was a 
joy when she, too, moved to Stubbington to be near to us.

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The Sad State of Our Local Rivers 

Lisa Williams 

In 2020, official figures released by the 
Environment Agency showed that not one river 
or lake in England or Wales could be classed 
as in good health. The picture has sadly not 
improved since then, and even more sadly it 
obviously includes the rivers local to 
Titchfield. Whilst raw sewage discharge is 
only one of several reasons why our rivers are 
in such poor health, there is understandably 
much anger about the situation and a strong 
public desire to see the water companies, 
whose responsibility sewage treatment is, do 
more to stop this.  

A useful resource for those wishing to know more is the River's Trust 
Sewage Map, available to all online*. This is a map of the UK covered in 
small brown circles ï each circle marking a sewer storm overflow. Each 
overflow is fitted with monitoring equipment (known as Event Duration 
Monitoring) which records how often and how long they discharged for in 
2022, the last full year for data. Each circle is relative in size to the volume 
of discharge. One look at the map highlights that sewage is being 
discharged into rivers across the UK, whether they are in city centres or 
rural areas. As you zoom in, you gain more information on sewage releases 
in your local area, as we will do now! 

As we zoom in, one of the largest circles closest to 
Titchfield is that of Wickham Wwtw, under the 
responsibility of Southern Water. In 2022, the 
sewer storm overflow discharged 62 times for a 
total of 1084.93 hours, directly in to the River 
Meon. Additionally, another circle close to this 
shows Fareham Road, Wickham Ceo also 
discharging into the River Meon. In 2022, this 
storm overflow discharged an additional 17 times, 
for a total of 127.33 hours. This same water then 
flows south through Titchfield where it splits into 
the Titchfield Canal and the River Meon, and both 

of these waterways then continue to flow south into the Titchfield Haven 
Nature Reserve and ultimately join the Solent along Meon Shore.  

It is, unsurprisingly, strongly advised that you and your pets should avoid 
entering the water downstream of these discharges. 

What about closer to Fareham? Another circle is found showing the High 
Street Fareham CSo, also controlled by Southern Water. This shows that in 
2022, the overflow spilled 47 times, for a total of 331.11hours, into the

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Wallington River. And another shows a sewer 
storm overflow discharging into Black Brook in 
Fareham 20 times, for 46.95 hours. Obviously, 
this water all finds its way in to Fareham Creek 
and eventually Portsmouth Harbour. 

There is not enough space here to discuss more 
in detail - but there is much more information 
available at www.theriverstrust.org ï Here you 
can spend some time looking at the sewage 
map for yourself, as well as finding out more 
about where the data comes from, the bigger 
picture nationally and also tips on what you can 
do to try and help the situation.  

On the 20th October 2021, 269 Conservative MPs, including our own MP 
for Fareham Suella Braverman, voted to block a House of Lords 
amendment that would have legally required water companies to 
'demonstrate improvements in the sewerage system and progressively 
reduce the amount of harm caused by raw sewage discharges.'

The building was once a large mill 
when the Cotswolds was the centre of the woollen industry but now a 
lovely retirement complex. Margaret lives just five minutes away from the 
station. It's on the main line for the Great Western train that leaves every 
hour from Portsmouth Harbour to Cardiff. A journey I do fairly often to 
Bristol, where I was a midwife many years ago, and still have friends. It's a 
pleasant trip to sit back and watch the beautiful countryside of Hampshire 
and Wiltshire pass by. 

Bradford-on-Avon is the quaintest of stations that hasn't changed since 
Victorian times. It's possible to get off the train and re-join it later on as I 
did, after several hours being with Margaret. 

It was good to see her again and wish her every happiness in her 'new 
retirement'.

This month I want to draw your attention to something a bit different. 
Do you know that you can "borrow" audio books from the library 
absolutely free? 
You need to be a member of the library, and then sign up for 'Borrowbox'. 

You can enrol as a library member and sign up on line, or at the library 
where a member of staff can help and explain exactly what to do. It is not 
difficult, but for those less technically able a little guidance helps to get 
started and overcome the frustration!  
 
From Borrowbox you can download a book to read in text or audio format 
on your Tablet, phone or laptop. This is ideal if you can't get to the library, 
or don't want to carry books around e.g. while travelling. 
In both formats you can reserve a book (free) and there is a limited loans 
period, which can usually be extended, by renewing. 
 
I had never used an audiobook until recently, but it seemed worth trying 
for the few days after a cataract operation when I would not be able to 
readé It is of course ideal for anyone with visual impairment, or with 
perfect eyesight. And it might help reluctant readers to appreciate a good 
story, as children's books are included in the selection.  
I have to say I like it, but it is a different experience from reading. And 
seems to take longer, although it is possible to listen whilst doing the 
ironing or washing up, or just relaxing. You can even programme it to turn 
off after a while in case you go to sleep while listening! Give it a try!  
And what is the book I listened to? 'The Bell in the lake', by Norwegian, 
Lars Mytting . The translation and the narrator are excellent.
