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Every four years, thanks to a quirk of the Earth's orbit around 
the Sun and with the combined efforts of Roman Emperor Julius 
Caesar and the 16th century Pope Gregory X111 (of Gregorian 
Calendar fame), we are required to add an extra day to the end 
of February, giving us the 29th, to create a leap year and 2024 is 
such a year.

Barry's Meadow Trees

We'll be taking delivery of 150 trees and 15 Fruit Trees on Thursday 
February 8th 

We need help "heeling" them in on that day from 11.00am to protect them 
before we do the proper planting out on Sunday February 11th also from 
11.00am. The heeling in is a very quick process that just needs the use of a 
spade. 

The planting out means we need not only spades but also hammers, 
secateurs, scissors and battery or petrol strimmers, plus heavy boots and 
wellies if the rain continues! 

We need all the help we can get. This is the final part of the project to turn 
the meadow into a much more accessible and wildlife-friendly area, along of 
course with a useful free food resource once the trees (apple, pear, plum and 
cherry) begin producing. 

The Titchfield Village Trust AGM will be held on Tuesday March 5th at 
7.30pm in the Village Hall. The speakers will be the Titchfield Yarn Bombers. 
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At our October meeting Titchfield Gardeners' Club were treated to a most 
informative and interesting talk about Fungi given by Simon Moore MIScT, 
FLS, RScI, ACR. Simon was previously Conservator of Natural Sciences for 
Hampshire County Council before retiring from HCC and working as a 
freelance conservator. 

There were some very clear messages that came out of the talk: loudest of 
all was 'don't eat fungi unless you're absolutely sure you can identify them 
and know that they're safe to eat'! 

Secondly, fungi have impossibly difficult names assigned to them (which has 
led to many having a common name). Although Simon's presentation 
contained some great images of fungi and was presented in a clear and 
humorous way, it's unlikely that any of the members that attended the talk 
could score many points in a quiz on the subject! 

The part of the fungi we are able to see are the flowers of the fungi. This 
visible part is known as the fruiting bodies or sporocarps. The part we 
cannot see, as it will be underground, is the mycelium. The mycelium will 
grow in size over time if the ground above it is not disturbed. This can lead 
to the fungi we see forming a ring ('fairy ring') as the sporocarps grow out of 
the mycelium. 

Fungi are categorised in groups called Taxa and frequently have very long, 
complex names. Groups include Myxomycetes - a fruiting cup and a type of 
slime mould; Ascomycetes - cup or disc fungi that eject their spores 
(commonly known as the 'rotters' as they keep the forest floor clean) and 
Basidiomycetes - more passive fungi that let wind, rain and insects scatter 
their spores. 

Many fungi are parasitic and will only grow on a specific body such as rotting

place with a different format this year organised superbly by Brian and 
Dawne Dunton with musical rounds and great merriment!

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wood or a specific type of tree or plant. Examples include the Earpick that 
grows only on pine cones and the Wood Hedgehog that grows only on the 
forest floor. We were told that the latter is very tasty! 

The big question - Can they be eaten? Fungal bodies are a storehouse of 
chemicals, some of them toxic to humans. Symptoms caused by the toxins 
can range from emetic to hallucinogenic. Interestingly, different creatures 
react differently to the toxins in fungi: slugs can eat them with no effect at 
all! Simon showed us a series of images of poisonous fungi; these included 
the Panther Cap and the Death Cap. 

Identification is important if the fungi are to be eaten or if they are to be 
included in a collection. The following observations can be used to assist in 
identifying the fungi: 

• The spore and gill colour and size is essential to identify a 
sporocarp. This may require using a strong magnifying 
instrument. Brown spores are to be avoided as the fungi is likely 
to be poisonous and should not be eaten 

• The cap morphology - this relates to the cap that holds the gills 
and spores in position. Shapes and texture are relevant and can 
range from shaggy or scaly to fibrous and mucid 

• Colour - Simon showed us images of fungi that were amethyst, red, 
brown, white, green and yellow  

• Smell - this can vary from "mushroomy" through to aniseed, fishy, apricot 
and rotten brie. At times it's possible to notice a fungi smell when walking 
through woods 

• Taste - just a tiny touch on the tongue. Tastes can range from mild to hot 
and sweet to bitter 

• Chemical tests - may be necessary if none of the above can identify the 
fungi 

• In the event none of the observations can identify the fungi, they are 
usually referred to as LBJs (little brown jobs)! 

Some of the amazing images we saw were of the following: the 
spectacular Magpie Inkcap, the Hare Inkcap, the Yellow Stainer 
(very poisonous), the Devil's Claw (used in medicine), the Chicken 
of the Woods (actually tastes like chicken - hence the name) and 
Zombie Cordyceps (turns ants into zombies). 

Fungi can be spotted all year round, although most bloom in Autumn. A few 
bloom in the Summer and Winter and a large number in Spring. The largest 
collection of fungi in the country is held at Kew, but the New Forest is the 
best area in Hampshire to spot fungi.  

As a result of the talk, many of us went away with renewed interest in fungi 
and determined that we will lookout for them, perhaps more than we had 
done in the past.

But remember this when all is said and done  
The aim of the game is to have some fun 
Many have played, young and old, and sadly some folk come & go  
It's the way of the world don't you know 
 

100 years have been and gone  
Throughout this Titchfield Old English Bowling Club soldiers on 
Names inscribed on trophies and winners boards, remembered by a few  
Memories shared what more can you do 
But raise a glass to 100 years more 
Somebody will be here, but not us for sure  
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Well the enigma code machine was not needed for this talk......... When Will 
met Harry! 

Stewart Trotter entertained us with his fascinating talk, on the life and 
relationship of Shakespeare (Will) and Henry Wriothesley, 3rd Earl of 
Southampton (Harry). Unravelling an intriguing code within Shakespeare's 
writings and archival material, making us think out of the box. 

Stewart is an interesting man of many talents but mainly a writer and 
director of operas, plays & musicals on the London stages and playhouses 
throughout the country. 

He first became interested in Shakespeare when at Cambridge University 
and it was here he became convinced that the key to Shakespeare's psyche 
lay in the words of his plays and sonnets.  

Life went on and it was on a visit to Titchfield Abbey with his 
daughter that his interest in Shakespeare was re-ignited. He 
joined up with Kevin Fraser (Titchfield Festival Theatre) and 
together they set up performances of Shakespeare within the 
Abbey grounds. (Many people still comment on how brilliant 
these were). 

Back to the plot........ Not a lot is written about Shakespeare himself, so a lot 
of what has been decoded is conjecture, but once you hear it, you are 
convinced that it has to be the case, it seems to have been staring you in 
the face, 'hidden in sight' as they say. But if you are not convinced it 
certainly creates a good discussion. 

It has always been a question as to why Shakespeare ended up in London. 
Researching archives, and perhaps reading between the lines it is thought 
that he had to flee Stratford Upon Avon leaving his wife and children, due to 
various indiscretions against Sir Thomas Lucy, which he would have 
certainly ended up being incarcerated for or even worse. 

Whilst in London, his father, who at the time was a man of means, paid for 
an apprenticeship for him, but he fell behind with the payments, leaving Will 
to lead a life of drinking, and gambling whilst paying his way by writing a few 
ballads. 

Under the guidance of Robert Crowley he began writing plays, but what is 
not known by many is that only two of his plays are from his own original 
thoughts, most of them being re-writes from other sources, albeit brilliantly 
composed. 

It is certainly known that the 3rd Earl became a Patron of Shakespeare and 
the code seems to reveal that the relationship was a lot more than that. It 
seems to indicate, as many have thought, that they became lovers, and

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Shakespeare certainly dedicated sonnets to the Earl; whilst other writings 
once decoded seem to show his love and passion for the Earl, and the loss 
of this when the Earl eventually marries Elizabeth Vernon. 

We at Titchfield like to claim that it was here that Shakespeare taught at 
the Grammar School (Place House Cottages), and it is certainly possible 
that this was the case, as John Aubrey wrote that 'Shakespeare taught at a 
country school', and it was thought that this was instigated by Mary, 
Henry's mother, who asked Shakespeare to become her son's tutor, which 
was the beginning of their relationship.

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In a time where news is available to us on a never-ending, 24 hour 
continuous cycle and where the snappy soundbite rules supreme, you may 
wonder who is holding our politicians to account to check whether what 
they say is accurate or even vaguely truthful, especially in terms of the 
environment and climate change? 

Enter MP Watch, a relatively new organisation that was set-up in 2021. Its 
mission statement is to bring honesty and integrity back into politics, with a 
strong focus on climate and the environment. It does this by empowering 
local groups of constituents to scrutinise and monitor the words and actions 
of their individual MPs, both in their constituencies and in Parliament.  

MP Watch endeavours to be strictly non-partisan, with both constituents 
and MPs from a variety of different backgrounds and political parties now 
involved in the hope of eventually creating a political landscape defined by 
honesty, transparency and accountability. 

Constituent groups work to analyse four different areas of their MPs 
conduct: 

Firstly, any evidence of when their MP has fallen short of the whole truth, 
whether through misrepresentation, partial truths, or omission of important 
contextual information. 

A second focus is a commitment to ensuring that there is full transparency 
over who their MP is affiliated with, either through lobbying or donations. 
MP Watch does not think it is acceptable for MPs to act as lobbyists as a 
side-job, and so they look at the extent to which an MP distances 
themselves from any financial or other interests that may influence their 
judgements and decisions.  

A third area is that of misinformation. MP Watch is concerned that MPs 
(and candidates) should acknowledge, and are educated about, the 
dangers of misinformation from vested interests that seek to manipulate the 
political system, and ask MPs to recognise their own responsibility to 
consult reliable sources before voicing opinions.  

Lastly, and perhaps most importantly, MP Watch aims to celebrate good 
practice and raise awareness of this as and when MPs act in accordance 
with the areas above.  

Whilst doing all of this, MP Watch groups share what they have found out 
so as to raise awareness of any issues in their constituency and to ensure 
accountability at election time.  

The first constituency formed Steve Baker Watch over two years ago, when 
a group of High Wycombe constituents became increasingly concerned 
over their MP's position as trustee of the Global Warming Policy

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Foundation - a climate-sceptical think tank that campaigns against policies 
that would enable the UK to reach net-zero emissions. From this small 
beginning MP Watch has quickly grown and expanded to a number of 
groups right across the country, with the ambition of being much bigger by 
the time of a General Election.

New Year Walks

I was photographing wildlife on Titchfield Canal by Posbrook Bridge when 
someone asked 'What are those big black birds?' The meadows were 
awash and the flood was almost up to the path. This was the first real day 
of sunshine, where the air felt crisp instead of damp. In the field to left of 
Posbrook Lane, pumpkins lay unharvested providing a winter bounty for 
the clouds of corvids (jackdaws, crows and rooks). Less visible were the 
flocks of starlings, linnets and pied wagtails engaged in the serious 
business of maintaining their reserves. 

Other birds responded to the sunshine 
with premature feelings of spring. The 
blue tits were chasing each other round 
and investigating possible nest sites. 
The new-to-the-area Egyptian geese 
already had an early brood. 

The big black birds on the floods are glossy ibis. The Collins Guide to Rare 
British Birds (BTO 2015) states: 'the glossy ibis - 
Breeds in S Europe and most birds winter in 
Africa. In our region 2 or 3 vagrants are recorded 
in most years'. In fact, there were four glossy ibis 
on Posbrook floods all of last winter. They flew 
away for the summer but three appeared this 
autumn – were they the same individuals? Last 
year was the first successful breeding in this 
country although no one knows where "ours" went. 
They look black from a distance, but in sunlight the 
purple, green and maroon iridescence show how

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Yellowstone National Park Trip and 

Cowboy Country (continued from October)

We left Yellowstone via the East Entrance and travelled to Cody, about an 
hour's drive east, to visit the area made famous by Buffalo Bill Cody. There is 
now a State Park named after Buffalo Bill and driving through the stunning 
scenery of Wyoming we could picture the "Indians" appearing on the top of the 
ridges. We remembered the smoke signals we saw so often on television 
programmes throughout our childhood when growing up in the 50s and 60s.  

Buffalo Bill was said to have ridden for the Pony Express at fifteen, delivering 
post across the Western Plains in the days before trains. This was a very 
dangerous journey avoiding Indians and covering fast miles in the saddle 
across rough terrain. Bill was an excellent horseman and with his expert 
knowledge of the American Indians he was later employed as a scout for the 
US Army.  

Bill Cody became a showman founding his own Wild West Show which 
brought tales of his exploits and adventures with the Indians to the Eastern 
States and then to Europe. He visited Scotland and England by ship with his 
circus of horses, wagons, Indians and cowboys, staging live shows for the 
general public and giving them a taste of the Wild West. Becoming a wildlife 
conservationist, a founder of several towns and industries, and conversely, as 
his relationship with the Indians evolved, Bill Cody became an advocate for 
American Indian civil rights. He is remembered as an icon of the American 
West, and there is a complex of five museums dedicated to his memory in 
Cody.  

We then travelled north through the Beartooth Highway, a dramatic scenic 
pass on the border of Montana and Wyoming, to Red Lodge and on to Billings 
and a small town nearby called Hardin. This is the area of Custer's Last Stand, 
now renamed Little Bighorn Battlefield Memorial in honour of the very brave 
indigenous Indians who were victorious in this battle. We were able to tour the 
battlefield and understand a little about the clash of cultures in the 1800's. 
There is a red marble headstone for every fallen Indian and a white marble 
one for every fallen soldier, marking the spot where they fell. There is even a 
horse cemetery as so many horses died too. This National Monument is well 
worth a visit as it really brings home the suffering, triumph and tragedy of the 
Western heritage. Killing herds of buffalo which the Indians depended on for 
life, reduced the Indian population greatly, and they were then confined to 
reservations. These indigenous people are now of course known as Native 
Americans.  

Our next destination, on our way to the West coast and home, was Grant 
Kohrs Ranch in Montana. This was a ranch run by Johnny Grant and later 
taken over by Conrad Kohrs. Cattle from Texas were driven north when the 
early cities on the West Coast were developing. A cow was worth thirty times 
more in Montana than it was in Texas, so herds were driven north across the  
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vast plains in their thousands by cowboys trading at outposts. Americans, 
Canadians, Europeans and American Indians traded together for this new 
beef industry. It was discovered that cattle in the Grant-Kohrs ranch valley 
could eat grass all year round because of the unique climate. Grant would 
exchange one of his fat cows for two skinny, tired ones which had been 
driven up thousands of miles. He could then let them graze for a few 
months and exchange them again. Grant made his fortune and retired back 
to Canada. He sold his ranch to Kohrs, a German immigrant. Kohr's family 
had the foresight to preserve the original buildings, records and artefacts 
and the area has been designated a National Historic site in Montana.  

After leaving Montana we headed west stopping in Coeur D'Alene in Idaho 
for a few nights rest and recouperation at a holiday resort on the lake, 
before heading to Seattle for some more modern culture, and a whale-
watching tour. Seattle is the most Northerly industrial city in the States, 
famous for Starbucks, Amazon and Microsoft. However, the Olympic 
National Park and islands around the Puget Sound Whaling area are just 
unspoiled and beautiful.  

Standing in a cold breeze at the west end of Salisbury Cathedral, I was 
introduced to my first experience of a light and sound show. Lighting the 
whole of the west front, I witnessed a fantastic display of colour and 
images, ever changing, and it took some effort to know what each image 
was representing. Accompanied throughout by sound, this creativity takes 
audiences on immersive emotional and physical journeys through 
mesmerising artistic displays. So it was a continuous challenge to interpret 
the moving images: some religious, some from known works of art, some 
perhaps from old manuscripts, and some just simply modern art. But with 
the images projected on to the ornate stone facade, there were moments 
just to look and enjoy. Moving on into the cathedral, the same principle was 
projected on the south, east, and north aisles, and especially impressive 
down the length of the nave. The work brings to life major subjects and 
themes, so it was possible to detect poets, artists, writers, even a slavery 
theme, and perhaps other modern issues. My photographs will be a vivid 
reminder of a spectacular show.  

There were very many people there, and it took us about one and a half 
hours to watch and listen to all the displays. There was not a chair to be 
seen in the cathedral, so it was standing all the way, but this was  
probably so that the visitors kept moving on. Entry was by  
pre-purchased ticket only, with a timed entry, so crowding was  
avoided. It was a truly new experience for me. 

I can only recommend that you take this opportunity, 
should it come within reach again at another location, to 
witness such a spectacular display of sound and vision.
